Commissioner Charlie Brown called the February 22, 2010 special meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 9:00 AM.  Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, Jack Withers, and Paul Sinders.  Also attending were Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF HOMLAND SECURITY SUB-RECIPIENT GRANT EDS#C44P-0-219A
Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband appeared before the Commissioners with a request to approve a grant for $110,000.00, for water rescue for the District.
A motion to approve as submitted was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF POTENTIAL GRANTS THROUGH OCRA

Jill Curry of OCRA appeared before the Commissioners to discuss the possibility of three projects which may qualify for funding through her organization.

Project #1

A collapsed bridge abutment, which has caused a log jam in the Eel River.  Per Ms. Curry, this project does qualify due to the log jam.  The local County Surveyor could do the preliminary engineering for this project, thus saving the County the cost of engineering.
Project #2
Mary Porteus Brown Ditch.  Per Ms. Curry, this project probably does not qualify, due to no significant log jams, and there being no apparent beneficiaries.

Project #3

River Road Bank Stabilization.  Per Ms. Curry, this project could qualify, due to the log jam, and the existence of beneficiaries on River Road.  
In the case of all projects, the following three criteria must be met before application can be made

Local Match Identification


Preliminary Engineering complete


Environment Review Clearance

Project #1 has no deadline, but is a first come first served grant.  Project #3 has a deadline of May 14, 2010, and is a competitive grant

The first step in all of these projects is to appoint a Grant Administrator.  Each project would need its own Administrator, and Ms. Curry will furnish information on the selection process to the Auditor.

Paul Sinders made a motion to proceed with procuring a Grant Administrator for Project #1, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Ms. Curry informed the Commissioners that Project #1 will require no local match, but the County Surveyor will need to do the preliminary engineering, as well as procuring the cost estimates and scope of work.  The project must also have all environment review clearance prior to removal of the bridge abutment.  She will check with the DNR and furnish all necessary information to the Commissioners for the Grant Administrator.
Paul Sinders further stated that Project #3 information will need to be gathered.  He will try to procures help from some engineering firm to give a cost estimate, and then a special meeting will be set to decide on pursuing Project #3, and the selection of a Grant Administrator for Project #1.

Dianna Federspill of Clark Dietz Engineers stated that she would request that one of her associates take a look at Project #3, and would try to furnish a cost estimate.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT
