IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Jack Withers made a motion to approve the minutes from the March 1, 2010 regular meeting, as well as, the Special meetings held on March 15, 2010, and March 29, 2010.  Motion seconded by Charlie Brown.  Motion carried 2 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF PROCLAMATION FOR HABITAT STEWARDSHIP WEEK

Paul Sinders read the following proclamation:

IN THE MATTER OF ADLER ENGINEERING REQUEST FOR EASEMENT

Adler Engineer, which has oil wells in Jackson Township, has approached the Highway Supervisor requesting easements to bore under the County Road to install a waste water line.  

Charlie Brown stated that Clay County does not grant easements for road boring, and would like a representative from Adler Engineering to appear at the May meeting.  Highway Supervisor Pete Foster will contact Adler, and relay this information.

IN THE MATTER OF VETERAN’S VAN

A number of Veterans appeared before the Commissioners to express the need for a newer, safer, and more efficient van to transport Veterans to medical appointments, and to the Veteran’s Hospital.
Marion “Sarge” Eveland informed the Commissioners he has been acquiring proposals from local dealerships for a replacement van, and hopes to raise $16,000.00 to purchase same.  Several service organizations and individuals have committed funds.

Don Funk informed the Commissioners that the present van needs significant work.  He has located a replacement van for half the cost Mr. Eveland proposed.

Charlie Brown reminded the Veterans that the generosity of the Buell family was the reason they now have a van at all, since they donated the vehicle free and clear.  He also informed Mr. Funk, that if the present van was in such poor and unsafe condition, that it should be retired from service.

WCIEDD representative Jim Coffenberry suggested that the Commissioners look into a USDA grant to purchase a van.  Jim will make contacts to see if any funds are available.

Charlie Brown suggested a committee needs to decide on the specs for a vehicle, but the County only funds the insurance and gas, and the total appropriation for this is only $2,400.00.  This is all the County can, and will provide.

 IN THE MATTER OF COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS GRANT RENEWAL

Community Corrections Executive Director, Mary Brown appeared before the Commissioners to request the renewal of the second year of their grant.
A motion to approve was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF CONTRACT FOR EECBG LIGHTING GRANT
Paul Sinders made a motion to allow Commissioner’s President, Charlie Brown to sign, upon receipt and approval of attorney, the contract for the EECBG Lighting Grant.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and passed with 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF ROAD BOND FOR STAUNTON DRAINAGE PROJECT
Roger Kottlowski of Commonwealth Engineering appeared before the Commissioners with the bond requested by the Commissioners in their March meeting.  The total road affected would be .38 mile, and this bond is in addition to the 100% performance bond required by OCRA for this project.

IN THE MATTER OF TRANSCARE

Local citizen, Kelly Moore appeared before the Commissioners to express her concern over the dispatching of an ambulance by Transcare.  Ms. Moore’s family experienced the death of a loved one, and felt that the lack of communication, speed of response, and absence of compassion on the part of the ambulance personnel were all issues which could have been avoided.

Sheriff Mike Heaton expressed his concerns over the issue, and assured Ms. Moore that his dispatchers are to be trained in the same dispatch protocol as Transcare this month.

Jack Withers informed Ms. Moore that six ambulance services were solicited to submit proposals to our County, but only two responded.

Charlie Brown assured Ms. Moore that he is meeting regularly with Transcare, and the Sheriff is working with the Dispatchers to improve services to the community.

Paul Sinders stated that there was always room for improvement, an the county is constantly striving to do better.

IN THE MATTER OF CORNERSTONE FROM OLD JAIL

American Stone and Fabrication would like to replicate the cornerstone from the old jail and reset it on the Justice Center lawn.  The county would responsible for providing the concrete pad for the stone to set on.  Sheriff Heaton said he would take care of this cost.

A motion to approve was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF PHASE II SOFTWARE CERTIFICATION

A motion to approve and agreement between Clay County and the Consortium of Indiana Counties to perform Phase II Software Certification was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF TAX SALE ADDENDUM

A motion to approve the work plan for the 2010 tax sale with SRI as presented was made by Charlie Brown, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF ELEVATOR CONTRACT

A motion to approve the Elevator Contract with Mid-America Elevator Co., Inc., effective March 1, 2010, was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF REIN CENTER

Pat Wilkinson, representing the REIN appeared before the Commissioners with information on the proposed Community Center for Harrison Township.  This site will house the library, nutrition center, and the food pantry.  This center will be built adjacent to the park, and will be overseen by the Harrison Township Trustee upon completion.

Jim Coffenberry of WCIEDD was present to inform the Commissioners that they were preparing planning grant to be submitted as a CDBG through OCRA.  The County will act as applicant on the grant with REIN as the sub-recipient.  The planning grant should be for approximately $20,000.00, and the actual cost of the building should be less that $500,000.00.

A motion to support the application and the authority for Charlie Brown to sign a letter of support was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF BRAZIL CITY WATER PROJECT

Matthew Pierce of Hannum Wagle & Cline appeared before the Commissioners regarding the Brazil City water project.  Mr. Pierce furnished a proposed bond & agreement for consideration.
Eric Somheil pointed out that at the March meeting, the conversation stated that all roads would be bored, not cut.  The agreement proposed by Mr. Pierce gives discretion to the contractor whether or not to cut or bore.  If this is the case, then the bond will need to extend to seven (7) years.

Charlie Brown stated that he wants an honest effort to use a minimum number of cuts to the county roads.

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve a seven (7) year bond of a minimum of $50,000.00 for road cuts.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and carried 3 ayes.

Matt will rewrite the bond and submit to Eric Somheil for approval.

IN THE MATTER OF EMPLOYEE HEALTH FAIR

Dale Loughmiller and Jennifer Flater appeared before the Commissioners with information on the proposed 2010 employee health fair.  

MedLab has offered to do the blood draws for $18.00 per employee, and Dr Farid will need to sign off on all tests performed.  The fair will be held on May 20, 2010, in order to fit the MedLab schedule.  Blood work will begin at 6:00 a.m. and continue through 10:00 a.m.  Employees will need to sign up before the day of the fair.

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve MedLab to do blood draws at $18.00 per employee.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and passed 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF BRILEY DITCH

Paul Sinders and Randy Staley did a walk thru of Briley Ditch on April 1, 2010.  A spray down will be done on the North side this week, and will cost approximately $600.00.  The east side of the ditch is the major concern, and may need to be cleared.  Randy also reported that the trees are looking good, and grasses are thriving.  
Randy further reported that Greg Carlson of the EPA will do a review of the property on May 7, 2010. Also, the ditch will need some additional maintenance in June and later in the fall.

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve expenditures of up to $3,000.00 for maintenance.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT
There being no other business, a motion to adjourn was made by Charlie Brown, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
