Commissioner Charlie Brown called the May 10, 2010 special meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 10:00 AM.  Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, Jack Withers, and Paul Sinders.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF REASSESSMENT CONTRACT

Assessor Mark Barnhart read from the following statement:

When I came into office the assessments of property left much to be desired.  I have strived to get this office compliant with DLGF, and with much help, this has been accomplished.

I investigated firms that could help our county.  I wanted to do a rolling assessment over four years to get our real property values up to date and more accurate.

Tyler Technology was chosen to help accomplish this task.  This has been accomplished.

The State legislature decided the last session that a general reassessment should be done from July 1, 2010 to March 1, 2012.  I had no chance to budget for this in 2009 for the year 2010.  The legislature decided to go with the general reassessment instead of a rolling reassessment, where 25% of a county could be done each year.
I was told by a DLGF attorney, Charles Traylor that I would have to put the general reassessment up for bids.  This bid also has to be approved by DLGF.  I was also to have this contract done prior to April 15, 2010.

This was put up for bid and the bids were opened by the County Commissioners on Monday May 3, 2010 and 10:00 a.m.  Indiana Assessment Service bid was $345,285.00, and Tyler Technology bid was $202,000.00.

I would like approval of the Tyler Tech bid, because, they know the scope of work that needs to be done for the general reassessment.  I believe that Ind. Assessment Service has a little “fat” in their bid.

Also, it has been reported that Tyler Tech is located in Ohio however, they do have a regional office in Indiana.  Their workers also live in Indiana.

Paul Sinders made a motion based on Tyler Technology’s past performance to award them the Reassessment bid.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and carried with 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF POSTAGE METER LEASE

Pitney Bowes Representatives Matt Legan and Becky Shine appeared before the Commissioners with three proposals for postage meters.  All proposed meters do allow tracking for up to 50 separate offices, and all offers include rate change upgrades at no additional cost.

Charlie Brown made a motion to accept a 36 month lease at $122.00 per month for the Classic DM400 Digital Mailing System with Intellilink postal security device.  Motion seconded by Paul Sinders, and carried with 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF JOB DESCRIPTION REVISIONS

Sheriff Mike Heaton, Chief Dispatcher Missy Gambill, and Chief Deputy Rob Gambill were in attendance to offer input on changes to the E-911 Coordinator position.

Charlie Brown suggested Missy be appointed temporary Coordinator in addition to her other duties, in order to process claims, until the matter can be fully explored and evaluated.

Due to the retirement of the present Coordinator a discussion then ensued regarding the needs of addressing and the manner of addressing.
Auditor Mary Jo Alumbaugh stated that addressing could be done in her office, since the parcels are already maintained in her office, and the addition of the address editing layer of the Think Map could be coordinated with the parcels.  Alumbaugh and Heaton both expressed the need for the address layer of the map to be made available as soon as possible.

A motion was made by Charlie Brown to Missy Gambill Pro Tem Coordinator, seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

The Commissioners will need to set a special meeting to finalize this issue.

Paul Sinders read in full the Veteran Service Officer Position Description.  Proposed changes were discussed.  Paul will type and circulate the changes to the Commissioners.  This will then be presented for approval to the County Council at their regular meeting on June 7, 2010.

A motion to approve the proposed changes was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business pertaining to this special meeting, a motion to adjourn was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
