IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

Bryan Husband presented the grant using this district as the states pass through to obtain orthophotography for the entire state.  Funds will not be received or administered by Clay County, but will be handled by the State of Indiana, in the amount of $450,000.00

IN THE MATTER OF CALCIUM MIX FOR HIGHWAY

Cliff Romas of IMI appeared before the Commissioners with a proposal to furnish a sand calcium chloride mix for use by the Highway for winter use.  His company is willing to sell this product as needed, to avoid stockpiling at the highway garage and speed up delivery during winter storm emergencies.  They need only two hours notice to produce the product, and are willing to furnish it around the clock.  There is no negative effect to the roads.  Mr. Romas will furnish references and testimonials, and the Commissioner will follow up.

IN THE MATTER OF 2011 EMPLOYEE HEALTH FAIR

Auditor Alumbaugh proposed the Employee Health Fair be held on May 11, 2011.  The THE Med Lab will be available to do blood draws on that day.
