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The June 6, 2011 regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by Commissioners President at 9:00 AM.  Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, Jack Withers, and Paul Sinders.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Charlie Brown led the Pledge to the Flag, followed by prayer led by Paul Sinders. 

A motion to approve the May 2, 2011, minutes was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

EMA Director Bryan Husband appeared before the Commissioners and presented his EMA Performance Grant for 2010, which reimburses the County for a portion of his salary.  This reimbursement for 2010 is in the amount of $20,192.28.
Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the grant, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Federal grant monitoring will begin on July 28, 2011 at the courthouse.  Bryan, one Commissioner and the Auditor have been invited to participate.

IN THE MATTER OF SEELYVILLE WATER PROJECT
Attorney Richard Shagley and Eric Smith of Hannum Wagle & Cline Engineering appeared before the Commissioners on behalf of the town of Seelyville to obtain permission to bore roads in Clay County.  The town of Seelyville is presently doing a water project to provide water to citizens of Nevins Township in Vigo County.  Miami Gardens Road and Twin Beach Road are county roads shared with Vigo County.  These roads will need to be bored in order to provide residents with water.  The current water system has been impaired by previous mining.  

 Charlie Brown expressed his concern about future damage to the roads after the boring and restoration was done.
Attorney Shagley proposed that an agreement between Seelyville and Clay County could contain language to guard against future damage, perpetually making the town of Seelyville responsible.  Future connections to the water system would also be included in the agreement.  He will prepare the proposed agreement and furnish it to the Commissioners within two weeks.
Charlie then reminded the group that a bond would be required from the contractor during the construction for the 2.5 mile of road affected.  Eric Smith stated that this should be no problem with the contractor providing bond as part of their bid.  The project should be concluded in 2012.

IN THE MATTER OF GIS AGREEMENT

Jeff Dossett of 39 Degrees North appeared before the Commissioners to answer questions about the proposed web based map which the Auditor and Assessor wish to implement.  The map is ready and just needs the agreement signed as well as the upload of the tax information.  Mr. Dossett stated that the agreement comes with a free 60 day trial period, and the agreement is automatically renewed with a 30 day out.

Eric Somheil has reviewed the agreement, and stated that there is no written provision for the 60 dayfree trial.  This would need to be a part of the agreement before he would recommend the Commissioners sign, also the statement that the initial annual fee would be prorated would need to be added.

The Commissioners then questioned Mark Barnhart and Scott Hill about their feelings in switching to a web based map.  Mr. Hill stated that the ESRI application which 39 Degrees uses is the “gold standard” for mapping systems.  Mr. Barnhart stated that this system would benefit his office and the present system is a dinosaur. 
Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the revised agreement upon favorable review by Eric Somheil.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF EMPLOYEE HEALTH INSURANCE RENEWAL

Local insurance representative Dale Loughmiller appeared before the Commissioners.  Paul Sinders stated that he had spoken with Cathy Dunn about some changes in the plan that had occurred since their work meeting.  Cathy was to have provided the changes by email prior to this meeting, and Paul had received nothing from Ms. Dunn.  He stated that he is not prepared to approve the Health Insurance Renewal today.  This will now require a Special Meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF ENVIRONMENT AUDIT OF SEPTIC SYSTEMS

Randy Staley appeared before the Commissioners to share with them his concern over the Health Departments’ lack of an environmental audit on the Septic systems being installed in Clay County.  Randy has expressed his concern at the Health Department meetings and has not received a positive response.  He would like the Commissioners to draft a letter to the Health Board requesting that an Environment Audit be done.

Charlie Brown stated that he will be meeting with the Health Board President, Dr. Rick Rodgers, and will talk with him about Randy’s concern and his request.

IN THE MATTER OF HAZARDOUS PROPERTY IN POSEY TOWNSHIP
Rogene Morge appeared before the Commissioners to express her concern about a property on the Staunton Road which has been abandoned.  The property is littered with garbage and show signs of rodent activity.  It also has an abandoned swimming pool, as well as structural damage to one of the building.  She has made an attempt to contact the owners, but has received not acknowledgement.  She would like for the Commissioners to make an attempt to alleviate this problem.

Auditor Alumbaugh provided property information to Ms. Morge and it was in turn given to Eric Somheil to look into.

IN THE MATTER OF COMMISSIONER REQUESTS FOR FUNDING FROM COUNCIL

Charlie Brown has requested a transfer of appropriation from Road Equipment to radio in the amount of %5500. To purchase 10 new radios for the Highway.  Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the request for transfer, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
Charlie has also requested $7,862 from Cum Cap Dev, to repair the exterior post lights at each entrance to the Courthouse.  Alan Slayton of Edwards Electric has submitted that amount to make the repairs.  Paul Sinders a motion to approve the request for additional, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

A request for $1520 has been made to Council for Courthouse repairs to replace the seats in the Superior Court Gallery.  Barry Price has 76 of the seats available.  Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the request, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF ASSISTANT E-911 SUPERVISOR

Sheriff Mike Heaton appeared before the Commissioners with a proposed job description for the above referenced position, which was funded at the May, 2011 Council meeting.
A motion to approve as corrected was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Mike also reported that a large pothole on Central Ave west of Waterworks Road caused rim damage to the Sheriff’s SUV on June 5th, also County Road 500 W has caused several bent rims.  The condition of the roads has severely deteriorated over the past three years.

IN THE MATTER OF LENA ROAD

Brent Johnson, who lives on Lena Road appeared before the Commissioners to appeal to them to resurface the road.  His wife has asthma and the road has suffered since the winter and wet spring.  When finances allow he would like to have the road chip and sealed.

IN THE MATTER OF COMMISSIONER CONTRACTS WITH NON PROFIT AGENCIES
Attorney Eric Somheil presented proposed contracts for the Clay County Search and Rescue, Child Adult Resource Services, Clay County Council of Aged and Aging, and the 4-H Council.  

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the contracts as submitted, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

The following resolution was read in its entirety:
A motion to approve was made by Charlie Brown, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
