The August 1, 2011 regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by Commissioners President Charlie Brown at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, Jack Withers, and Paul Sinders.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Charlie Brown led the Pledge to the Flag, followed by prayer led by Paul Sinders. 

A motion to approve the July 5, 2011, regular meeting minutes as well as the special meeting minutes for July 15, 2011, was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

EMA Director Bryan Husband appeared before the Commissioners to present Ordinance 15-2011 for Flood Hazard Areas for Clay County.
This Ordinance was furnished to the Commissioners on July 11, 2011, and copies were provided to the media, as well as any in attendance who requested a copy.  Eric Somheil has reviewed the ordinance and advised the Commissioners that it is in proper order.

A motion to suspend the rules and pass on first reading was made by Jack Withers and seconded by Charlie Brown.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

A motion to approve Ordinance 15-2011 was made by Jack Withers and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

The Ordinance will be recorded in the Recorders’ office and will appear in the Ordinance Book.

Bryan then reported that due to another successful EMA assessment, he would be receiving a small grant to use for the purchase of non budgeted items for his office.  
Public assistance for the April 18, 2011 rains damage was originally turned down, but has been resubmitted.

IN THE MATTER OF SPEED AND WEIGHT LIMITS ON COUNTY ROADS

Charlie Brown then brought up the matter of setting a weight limit on CR 300E.  The work that is scheduled to be done soon will not last over two years if a weight limit it not imposed.

Jack Withers suggested a 10 or 12 ton limit, and not more than that.

Paul Sinders stated that he would like to see a minimum limit of 10 ton but no more than 15 ton.  The road must be maintained but wants to be fair to the people using the road.

The Commissioners are working with INDOT to place a sign on US40 to warn semi drivers delivering to IVC to use Industrial Road, not CR 300 E.

Jack Withers made a motion to set a weight limit of 12 ton on CR 30 E, seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.  Eric Somheil will prepare an ordinance to be read at the September meeting.

Charlie Brown then brought up the issue of setting a speed limit on CR 950N.  Property owners have expressed their concern over speeding during the school year.  Sheriff Mike Heaton stated that by statute, the speed limit is 55 MPH.  A discussion of a reasonable speed was then launched.  The concensus was that 40 MPH would be in the best interest of all concerned.

Paul suggested 40 MPH from Kennedy Crossing to CR 200W, and from 200w to Desart St 35 MPH.  Eric will prepare an ordinance for September.

IN THE MATTER OF DEPUTY SURVEYOR JOB DESCRIPTION
John Keller appeared before the Commissioners to clarify the change in status of his deputy from full time to part time.  Paul Sinders made a motion to allow a part time work week of three days per week or 21 hours per week, seconded by Charlie Brown.  Motion carried.
IN THE MATTER OF MISC COMMENTS

Sheriff Heaton informed the Commissioners that he is working on an ordinance to control peddlers and out of County sales people.  He will furnish this proposed Ordinance to Eric for review prior to the September meeting.

Charlie Brown complimented the Clay County Sheriff’s Department on their efforts in assisting Vigo County during the recent death of one of their Police Officers.

Randy Staley has met with the Health Board regarding the Septic Audit issue, and no action has been taken.  Charlie Brown would like to meet with a representative from the Health Board and Randy to work out what needs to be accomplished on this subject.  Charlie will talk to Dr Rodgers and put this together.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT
There being no other business, a motion to adjourn was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
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
