IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband appeared before the Commissioners with a proposed Local Disaster Emergency Declaration Ordinance modes and Travel Advisory for the Commissioners consideration.
Paul Sinders made a motion to form a committee of himself and Bryan to work on this ordinance to present at the November 7 meeting.  Seconded by Charlie Brown and passed 3 ayes.

Bryan also shared that the Emergency Performance Grant requirements have nearly all been met, and all requirements will be accomplished well before the July 1, 2012 deadline.

The performance requirements for 2011 were met and the County received $3,300 in additional funding.

Bryan requested that the Commissioners set aside a time to view a presentation on a warning system countywide through TXT, cell phone etc.  The date will be scheduled at a later time.

Paul Sinders made the motion to appoint Annette Walden as Head Custodian for the Clay County Courthouse, Clay County Justice Center, and the Clay County Extension Office effective September 16, 2011.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF EASEMENT ISSUE

Taxpayer Jeff Stewart appeared before the Commissioners requesting that they intervene in an easement issue with his property.  Attorney Eric Somheil informed Mr. Stewart that the Commissioners have no control over easements.  This is a private matter.

IN THE MATTER OF WTH MAPPING AND WEB GIS

Auditor Mary Jo Alumbaugh presented the Commissioners with a proposal for WTH mapping and WTH WebGis for Clay County for 2012.  This proposal furnishes both the map currently in use as well as adding a WEB GIS feature for access through the internet for all citizens.  The overall cost of this added feature will not increase the present contract amount of $13,800.00.

Charlie Brown made a motion to approve the WTH proposals, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF HSIP GRANT

Paul Sinders reported that he has been notified that the mandate to inventory and upgrade signage will be dropped and not required.  He has made a request of INDOT that the funds allocated to Clay County be used to purchase highway signs, not do the inventory and study.  At this time he has not received an answer.

IN THE MATTER OF INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN CLAY COUNTY & BRAZIL CITY

Linda Messmer of the Brazil Park & Recreation Board appeared before the Commissioners to request their participation in repaving a portion of Forest Park.  The Park Board has available to them a total of $20,000. To purchase paving materials and would like for the County to furnish the labor and equipment to complete the paving job.

Charlie Brown questioned who will be doing the prep work in the park, and the timing of the project.  Prep work is an important part of insuring that the repaving will last, and all Highway workers are presently fully occupied with projects necessary to get the County Roads ready for winter.

Linda responded that she assumed that the County would also do the prep work, and as to the urgency of the project, the Park Board hoped that the project could be completed before the change of administration on January 1, 2012.

Eric Somheil pointed out that the Interlocal Agreement proposed would be in effect until September  of 2012 and can be renewed for a year.
Charlie Brown wants to see the City step up and take care of prepping the roads.  Paul Sinders volunteered to accompany Linda to speak with the Mayor about using city workers to accomplish this.

Eric Somheil stated that he would like to see a provision for the prep work included in the interlocal agreement.

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the interlocal agreement as written, and approach the Mayor about the issue of prep.  Motion seconded by Charlie Brown, and passed with 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT
There being no other business, a motion to adjourn was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
