WHEREAS The County Commissioners are also required to submit to the Indiana Election Division not later than January 1, 2012 IEC-8 forms that correct IEC-8 forms that are currently incorrect as the result of enactment of any of the following: (A) The Indiana congressional district 2011 plan (IC 3-3-5); (B) The senate district 2011 plan (IC 2-1-13); or (C) The house district 2011 plan (IC 2-1-12);

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING COUNTY COUNCIL DISTRICTS

WHEREAS, IC 36-2-3-4 requires the County Executive to establish Council Districts

Jason Jacobs of the Clerk’s office appeared before the Commissioners with the requested ordinance

A motion to pass Ordinance 20-2011, 22-2011 and 23-2011 was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF HISTORICAL SOCIETY PRESENTATION

Vickie Mace and Dee Campbell appeared before the Commissioner to present them with two framed historical maps of Clay County and a limited edition afghan highlighting features in Clay County.

Charlie Brown commended the Historical Society for being responsible caretakers of the county’s history.

Paul Sinders also thanked Vickie and Dee for their work.

IN THE MATTER OF WALLACE BROS WASTE TRANSFER FACILITY

Larry Wallace and Brian Moench appeared before the Commissioners requesting approval to open a waste transfer station in Clay County.  Per the terms of ordinance 11-2003, approval must be given by the Solid Waste District prior to the Commissioners granting their approval.  Mr. Wallace and Mr. Moench were referred to the Solid Waste District meeting on November 16, 2011.  Upon receipt of written approval from that body, the Commissioners will act.

Charlie Brown wants assurance that the transfer station will not be used for out of state waste.  Paul asked how much trash will be coming from New Jersey.  Mr. Wallace replied that this will be a transfer station for local waste and NONE will be coming from New Jersey.

All three Commissioners indicated that they would support this facility and Mr. Moench stated that timing of the approval is important due to the amount of time it takes to get final approval from the state. 
Eric Somheil stated that two items are required; a written certificate of approval from the COV-SWD and a good character statement per I.A.C. 13-19-4 or 13-20-6.  Eric recommended that theses be received before final approval is given by the Commissioners.  A special meeting will need to be held.

IN THE MATTER OF BRIDGE 1 TITLE SHEET

The Title Sheet for Bridge 1 was presented to the Commissioners for signature.  A motion to sign was made by Charlie Brown, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF AMENDMENT TO SRI ADDENDUM

 SRI furnish an amendment to their master agreement to comply with the Everify requirements of the federal government.  A motion to approve was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF BACK UP AIR CONDITIONING UNIT FOR JUSTICE CENTER
Havel submitted a quote to add a back up air conditioning unit to the Justice Center to protect the computer room from excessive heat in case of an air conditioning failure.  This happened in July and if the temperature of the computer room rises too high it could cause a system failure.  The quote for the unit was in the amount of $34,679.00.

Scott Hill, IT Director informed the Commissioner that he had installed an alarm to notify the Jailers if the temperature rises above 75 degrees in the computer room.  At that time fans could be moved in to cool the unit.

Charlie Brown stated that since an alarm had been installed, he would like to table the issue.  Paul Sinders pointed out that there was presently no money in the budget for this expenditure and the Council would need to be consulted on this matter.  Paul further suggested that the Sheriff make a presentation to the Council.

IN THE MATTER OF HARMONY ROAD

Indiana Department of Transportation submitted Form IC 639 for signature.  Project 0901208 regarding the asphalt resurface of Harmony Road from Ohio St in Center Point to Jackson St in Harmony has been completed.

Paul Sinders and Charlie Brown agreed that all requested changes have been made.

Paul made a motion to approve signature of Form IC 639 seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF HAVEL MAINTENACE PROGRAM

Havel has submitted an agreement to do a complete coil cleaning of sixteen (16) air handlers in the Clay County Courthouse for a cost of $3,890.00 which also includes inspection of all units.

Paul Sinders stated that the work must be done and made a motion to approve the agreement.  The motion was seconded by Jack Withers and carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF RESOLUTION 9-2011 AND 10-2011 SUPPORTING LEGISLATION FOR INCREASED FUNDING FOR E911 AND LOCAL ROAD AND BRIDGE

A RESOLUTION SUPPORTING LEGISLATION FOR INCREASED AND STABLE E911 FUNDING
WHEREAS, Clay County maintains the critical 911 emergency system; and
WHEREAS, Clay County has seen a decline in revenue from fees on wire line phones:  Receiving $218,355.00 in 2000 at a per line fee of $1.50.  Receiving $330,536.00 in 2006 at a per line fee of $2.65, and receiving $256,824.00 in 2010 at a per line fee of $2.65
WHEREAS, Clay County has complied with the legislative mandate to consolidate to no more than two public safety answering point; and

WHEREAS, the decrease in funding is a result of structural problems including fewer taxpayers maintaining wire line phones and an increase in the use of prepaid phones; and

WHEREAS, state distributions of revenue from fees on wireless phones has not sufficiently compensated for decreases in wire line fees and increased costs.

IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED by the Clay County Council and Clay County Commissioners as follows:

The Clay County Council and Clay County Commissioners support the enactment of legislation that increases funding for the E911 system and provides Clay County with the flexibility to collect dedicated revenues based on the service needs of Clay County.

A RESOLUTION SUPPORTING LEGISLATION FOR INCREASED AND STABLE LOCAL ROAD AND BRIDGE FUNDING
WHEREAS, Clay County maintains 748.6 miles of road and operates a highway department providing critical public services expected by all taxpayers,; and

WHEREAS, Clay County has seen a decline in revenue from distributions of the gas tax revenue, receiving $1,679,940.00 in 2000, and $1,673,736.00 in 2010; and
WHEREAS, Clay County has experiences an decrease in service, including reduced repaving schedules, and returning roads to gravel, as well as extended replacement schedules for equipment; and

WHEREAS, studies conclude that over $5 billion of statewide investment is required to bring Indiana’s transportation infrastructure to median standard of sufficiency; and

WHEREAS, the decrease in funding is a result of structural problems including increasing fuel efficiency of vehicles and increasing costs of fuel and other materials used in road maintenance;

IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED by the Clay County Council and Clay County Commissioners as follows:

The Clay County Council and Clay County Commissioners support the enactment of legislation that increases funding distributed to counties for local infrastructure with a thorough reexamination of fuel taxes, motor vehicle excise taxes, local when and excise taxes, and the uses, both state and local, thereof.
