Commissioner Charlie Brown called the December 27, 2011 special meeting of the Clay County Commissioners to order at 10:15 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, Paul Sinders and Jack Withers. Also attending was Eric Mary Jo Alumbaugh Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF 2012 HIGHWAY BIDS
Highway bids for 2012 were opened and distributed.  The bids appear at the end of these minutes.

A motion to take under advisement and award at regular meeting on January 3, 2012 was made by Charlie Brown and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF JON NICOSON PRESENTATION

Jon Nicoson appeared before the Commissioners to present a framed tribute to all ten servicemen represented on the Viet Nam Memorial on the Courthouse lawn.  The Viet Nam War began on August 7, 1964 and ended on May 27, 1975.  Pictures were procured of each man from Clay County who died in the war and Galloway Photo prepared the framed tribute.  Jon would like to see this displayed in a place of honor in the Courthouse for all to see.
All Commissioners thanked Mr. Nicoson for his efforts.

IN THE MATTER OF ADA COMPLIANCE

Brian Husband will be the ADA Coordinator for Clay County.  Brian reported he has attended the transition meeting.  He will work with Eric Somheil to develop an ordinance and plan.  He has already put together the grievance procedure and it will be put on the County website.
IN THE MATTER OF ANIMAL CONTROL CONTRACT 2012

Anita Hightshoe of the Clay County Humane Society appeared before the Commissioners to renew the animal control contract for 2012.

Charlie Brown stated that he is in favor of the contract but the county needs help with stray animals.

Paul Sinders then agreed that he also is in favor of the contract but is often called and told that the shelter is full and the Humane Society will not accept stray animals.  Clay County needs help with this problem.

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the contract, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF NOT FOR PROFIT CONTRACTS 2012

Eric Somheil has furnished the Commissioners with proposed contracts for four of the current not for profit agencies funded by the County.

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve contracts for the Brazil Senior Citizens, Historical Society, Clay City Senior Citizens, and CARS.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF CELL PHONE FOR HEAD CUSTODIAN & ASSISTANT JAIL MAINTENANCE
The head custodian and assistant jail maintenance need reimbursement for use of their personal cell phones for courthouse business.  Paul Sinders has done research into the cost of cell phone contracts and proposed a reimbursement of $46.00 monthly for the head custodian and 60% of that figure, $28.20 monthly for the jail assistant custodian.
Charlie Brown suggested a rate of $47.00 per month for the head custodian.  Auditor Alumbaugh will prepare an ordinance to that effect for passage at the regular January, 2012 meeting.

IN THE MATTER OF PURDUE CONTRACT FOR EXTENSION AGENTS FOR 2012

Acting Chief Extension Agent Jenna Smith appeared before the Commissioners requesting approval of the agreement with Purdue University to provide Extension Agents for 2012.

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve Amendment #4 with Purdue University, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF COURTHOUSE CLOSINGS AND CLAIM SCHEDULE 2012

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the Courthouse Closings as presented plus add Noon on December 31, 2012, as well as the Claims Schedule as presented with the change of December claims to be submitted by December 10, 2012, advertised on December 19, 2012, and paid on December 27, 2012.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers and passed 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF SUPERIOR COURT COPIER LEASE

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the proposed Superior Court Copier Lease with Great America Leasing with the changes made by Attorney Eric Somheil.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers and passed 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF HAVEL MAINTENANCE AGREEMENTS JUSTICE CENTER 2012

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the Havel Maintenance agreement for the Justice Center in the amount of $21,160, pending transfer of sufficient funds, and the Clay County Courthouse in the amount of $4,640.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers and passed 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business pertaining to this special meeting, a motion to adjourn was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
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
