Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF BRIDGE #1 RIGHT OF WAY/LAND ACQUISITION
Attorney Eric Somheil presented following proposed land acquisition documents for approval:

IN THE MATTER OF BRIDGE #84 

Commissioners Brown and Sinders expressed their concern over the potential total cost of this bridge.  Until they have information about whether the match is 90%-10% or 80%-20%, they do not plan to proceed.  

IN THE MATTER OF HAVEL MAINTENANCE AGREEMENTS

Eric Somheil has reviewed the proposed maintenance agreements for the Courthouse and the Justice Center.  The Courthouse agreement cost is $4,600 annually and includes inspection of the generator.  The Justice Center agreement cost is j$20,000 annually and includes inspection of the Radio Tower generator.

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve both contracts.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers, and passed 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF STEEL BRIDGE BUILT BY PURDUE UNIVERSITY

Kevin Loiselle of Clark Dietz Engineers presented the Commissioners with a Professional Services Agreement for the relocation of the Purdue Bridge.  The proposal included Field Survey and Design and Plan Preparation.  The total proposed amount not to exceed $71,280.00.  This proposal did not include the cutting and transport of the bridge from Purdue.

Charlie Brown expressed his concern over the cost, since a site has not been determined to place the bridge.

Paul Sinders questioned if this is a good investment for the County.  The cost to move the structures will be $1,000. Plus.

Charlie stated that he would still like to have the bridge brought from Purdue to the Highway Department.
Paul would like to pay Clark Dietz for their costs to date, and pay the cost to transport the bridge from Purdue to the Highway Department.  The “Hauler” will obtain the necessary permits.
Kevin Loiselle will meet with a representative of Purdue and about cutting the bridge, and make arrangements with the Hauler to have the bridge delivered.  Clay County will reimburse Clark Dietz for those costs.

There being no further business pertaining to this special meeting, a motion to adjourn was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
