The February 6, 2012 regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by Commissioners President Charlie Brown at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, Jack Withers, and Paul Sinders.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Charlie Brown led the Pledge to the Flag, followed by prayer led by Paul Sinders. 

A motion to approve the January 3, 2012 regular meeting minutes as well as the special meeting minutes for January 24, 2012, was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF SHERIFF

Sheriff Mike Heaton appeared before the Commissioners to explain that the cell phones that had been provided to the Deputies by the Prosecutor through his Deferral Fund would no longer be furnished.  Sheriff Heaton proposed reimbursing each Deputy for the use their personal cell phones to be used for County business.

The follow was read by Eric Somheil in its entirety:

Be it ordained by the Clay County Board of Commissioners, that this ordinance establishes an amount to be reimbursed to employees for county use of their personal cell phones for County business.

Charlie Brown made a motion to suspend the rules and pass on first reading, seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
A motion to approve Ordinance 4-2012 was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Sheriff Heaton then requested that the Commissioners set a date for a sale of seized vehicles and equipment.  Charlie Brown proposed the first weekend in March.  

Sheriff Heaton explained that a portion of the funds received at the sale go to the county as reimbursement for the cost of their individual investigations.  The remaining portion of the proceeds, after expenses, will be returned to the State School Fund.

Paul Sinders made a motion to set the auction for March 3, 2012, and give Charlie Brown the authority to sign titles.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers and passed 3 ayes.

Sheriff Heaton then brought up the matter of the paint in the jail cells.  He is still dealing with discoloration.  He has been approached by a company that will do restoration of the cells and would propose a test cell be done to evaluate the process.
Paul Sinders inquired about how this will be funded and the Sheriff replied that it will have to be done using Jail maintenance and repair dollars.  No estimate of the cost has been made, but it is something that will need to be pursued in the future.

Sheriff Heaton then asked about plans for a maintenance/storage building.  He has no area for storage, impound or evidence since the old jail has been torn down.

Charlie Brown responded that he will need to meet with the council to determine needs for a new building.

IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband appeared before the Commissioners to inform them that he is working on the ADA Ordinance, as well as changes to the flood plain maps.
Bryan presented the Commissioners with an application for an annual payment of $2,000.00 to maintain the GIS system.
Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the application for the map grant, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Bryan then introduced Shane Husband of the Lewis Township Volunteer Fire Department who informed the Commissioners that their organization is pursuing steps to become a Fire District.  They are in the process of acquiring 51% of the Lewis Township freeholders signatures.  These signatures will be presented to the Auditor for verification and then the Commissioners will need to hold a special meeting to give final approval of the district.  This all needs to be done by March 1, 2012.

IN THE MATTER OF APPRAISAL SUPPORT

Assessor Mark Barnhart appeared before the Commissioners to request their approval to solicit bids for appraisal support services for residential, agricultural, commercial, industrial, exempt, and utility properties for Clay County for 2012-2014.
A motion to approve bid specification as presented and set bid opening on March 5, 2012 at 9:30 a.m. made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY ROAD ISSUES

Charlie Cook of CR 200W appeared before the Commissioners to bring to their attention poor ditching which has resulted in road damage.  Charlie Brown responded that the Highway does have plans to do ditching and work on the berm in that area.
Kelly Moore appeared before the Commissioners with concerns over CR 300N and CR 300W.  Rock has been brought in, but not enough has been put down to fill holes.  Charlie Brown will meet with Ms. Moore to check out this situation.

Scott Sawyer expressed his concern over CR 300N near Poland.  The ditch need cleaned out and he has been informed by the Highway Department that he has been on the “list” for over a year.  Charlie Brown stated that a new culvert needs to be put in at the intersection and ditching will need to be done.

IN THE MATTER OF 2011 COUNTY ANNUAL REPORT

First Deputy Auditor Erica Stallcop presented the Commissioners with the County Annual Report that has been submitted to the State Board of Accounts.  There were no questions.

IN THE MATTER OF COPIER LEASE IN AUDITOR’S OFFICE

Eric Somheil has reviewed the proposed lease agreement for the copier requested by the Auditor’s Office.  

A motion to approve was made by Charlie Brown and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW 

Randy Staley appeared before the Commissioners requesting that they ask the State Board of Health for and environmental review of septic systems in Clay County.  Randy has been unable to get notice of the Clay County Health Board meetings, and has been told by Board President Dr Rodgers that a review has already been done.  This is not posted on the State website and Randy has been told by officials at the state level that there has been no audit.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business pertaining to this special meeting, a motion to adjourn was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
