Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Jack Withers led the Pledge to the Flag, followed by prayer led by Paul Sinders. 

A motion to approve the April 2, 2012 regular meeting and the April 17, 2012, special meeting minutes was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 2 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS GRANT
Community Corrections Executive Director Mary Brown appeared before the Commissioners with the second year grant cycle continuation of the Community Corrections Grant for Commissioners approval.  A motion to approve was made by Jack Withers and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 2 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF COMMON CONSTRUCTION WAGE COMMITTEE APPOINTMENT

Paul Sinders made the following motion:

“I make the motion, for any future Common Construction Wage Committee hearings, the President of the Commissioners will be the designated representative for the Commissioners.  If the President is unable to attend, the Vice-president will be the designated representative for the Commissioners.  If the Vice-President is unable to attend, the third Commissioner will be the designated representative for the Commissioners.  This motion shall be in effect until revoked.”

The motion was seconded by Jack Withers, and passed 2 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF BRIDGE 84 CHANGE ORDER

Change Order No: 002 for Bridge 84 submitted for approval and represents an overall reduction of cost in the amount of $668.40.  A motion to approve was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 2 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband appeared before the Commissioners with the MOU for the amateur radio operators to attach an antenna to the radio tower owned by the county outside of Centerpoint.  
Eric Somheil questioned the liability and stated they will need proof of insurance provided to the county prior to any type of installation.
Bryan assured Commissioners that this would be taken care of.  The group would also like to place a radio in the dispatch center in case of weather emergency and would need to install antennas on the wall in the dispatch center.

These two issues will be added to the June agenda.

IN THE MATTER OF CIRCUIT COURT COPIER LEASE

Judge Joe Trout appeared before the Commissioners with a request to approve a new copier lease for the Circuit Court.  A motion to approve the lease was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 2 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF ICJI EQUIPMENT GRANT

Prosecutor Lee Reberger appeared before the Commissioners with a request to approve a one time equipment purchase of computer work stations for the Prosecutor’s Office to be reimbursed by a grant issued by ICJI.  If this grant is approved then the work stations replaced by the grant can be used by IT to replace workstations in various offices in the courthouse.  
A motion to approve was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 2 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF GAS/OIL ASSESSMENT SOFTWARE

Assessor Mark Barnhart appeared before the Commissioners to request approval of purchase of software for Gas/Oil Assessments required by the Department of Local Government Finance.  He presently has money in his budget to cover this cost.

A motion to approve was made by Jack Withers and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 2 ayes.
IN THE MATTEROF COUNTYWIDE COST ALLOCATION PLAN

Charles Malinowski of Malcon appeared before the Commissioners with a request to renew his company’s contract to do the Countywide Cost allocation Plan.  In previous years the cost of this service has been taken from the General Fund, but new legislation now allows the cost to be paid from the County General Incentive fund.

A motion to approve was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 2 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

Paul Sinders reminded all that the Employee Health Fair will be held on May 23, 2012 and encouraged all employees to participate.  Health Prevention helps save dollars for the County.

Randy Staley appeared before the Commissioner’s requesting they intervene in requesting an environmental audit of the Health Department.

There being no further business pertaining to this meeting, a motion to adjourn was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 2 ayes.
