COUNTY OF CLAY)

The July 2, 2012 regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by Commissioners President Charlie Brown at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, Jack Withers, and Paul Sinders.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Charlie Brown led the Pledge to the Flag, followed by prayer led by Paul Sinders. 

A motion to approve the June 4, 2012 regular meeting and the June 28, 2012 emergency meeting was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF GRANTS FOR SUPERIOR COURT

Judge Blaine Akers appeared before the Commissioners with information on two grants.  His court has recently been awarded $3,150.25 for a Foreign Language Interpreter Grant.  This grant is managed by the Judge and all reporting will come from his office.
Judge Akers had also submitted an application for a Court Reform Grant for up to $40,000 to purchase Video equipment to be used in the courtroom.  The only in kind requirement will be for IT Director Scott Hill to install and maintain the equipment.  There will be no other cash cost to the County.  This grant will be awarded in August.

IN THE MATTER OF EMA

Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband appeared before the Commissioners with the Memorandum of Understandings with the Clay County Amateur Radio Emergency Services to install radio antenna on the Jail and on the Tower at Centerpoint.
Eric Somheil stated that the group will need to furnish proof of liability insurance and all installation must be done by professional contractors.

Charlie Brown asked about the radio operators being allowed in the dispatch area and Bryan responded that the Sheriff has given permission based on training and his approval.

Paul Sinders suggested that upon receipt of proof on insurance and installation information that the Commissioners hold a special meeting to approve the Memorandum of Understandings.

Bryan then presented for approval two grants.  The first grant was for a maximum of $15,000 reimbursement for his 2012 salary EDS-C44P-2-318A, and the second grant was an equipment grant EDS C44P-2-409A.  

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve both grants, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Bryan then expressed his concern over the many I-70 closings and traffic being diverted through Clay County.  He would like to see a traffic plan developed to assist in the flow of traffic.

Charlie Brown suggested involving WCIEDD, and have Bryan work on putting together a study group.

Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint Brad Ferree to replace Gregg Griffith on the Lewis Township Fire Board, with the appointment to expire on 12/31/15.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers and carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF ESTABLISHING GRANT PROCEDURE RESOLUTION 3-2012

Eric Somheil read the following in its entirety:

RESOLUTION 3-2012
CLAY COUNTY GRANT PROCEDURES


WHEREAS, the Clay County Commissioner’s and County Council deems it necessary for all Grant Applications within the County be reviewed and approved before submittal. This includes but is not limited to Federal, State, and Local Grants that may be available and/or become available.

WHEREAS, each applicant will follow the procedures set forth as outlined in the Grant Application Procedures. 

Clay County Grant Application

These steps are required before application in addition to the 

required grant paperwork. (Application attached)


     
BEFORE Grant Application
1. The County Grant Application must be completed and signed by the Office Holder or Department Head.

2. An Application submitted by an Organization or Individual(s) other than a County Department must be completed and signed by the appropriate person(s) in charge.

3. The Application as well as the official grant request must be delivered to the Auditor to be placed on the County Commissioner’s and County Council Agenda not less than seven (7) calendar days prior to the meeting.

4. If the Grant requires a “Budget” it must also be presented along with the request application.

5. The Grant Application will be considered by the Commissioner’s and Council.

6. The Commissioners shall approve or deny the Application for all grants for supplies and other services and charges.  The Commissioners and Council shall approve or deny the Application for all grants for Personal Services.

NOTE: The official grant application must show Clay County Auditor’s Office, 609 E National Ave Room 105, Brazil IN 47834 as the address for notices and payments.

AFTER Grant Application
1. If the Grant is awarded to the County and/or Applicant; a copy of the Award Letter and all other paperwork received must be provided to the Auditor’s Office.

2. Any communication, correspondence, or changes made between the Applicant and Grantor will be provided to the Auditor’s Office. There will be no exceptions to this requirement.

3. It is the responsibility of the County Department or Applicant to comply with the Grantor’s reporting requirements. Final reports will be given to the Auditor.

WHEREAS, any Department, Organization, or Individual who fails to comply with these requirements may be denied Grant Approval. 

This Resolution shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage, approval, recording, and publication as provided by law.

IN THE MATTER OF DNR/COALMONT GROUTING PROJECT

Paul Sinders has received information from Nick Lorenzo of the DNR as follows:

This project consists of stabilizing shallow underground mined areas highly susceptible to subsidence of State Road 159, West County Road 1300 South, and adjacent utility infrastructure on the north edge of Coalmont in Clay County, Indiana to alleviate public safety hazards.  The includes drilling approximately 90 – 6” boreholes to an average depth of 25 ft. and placement of an estimated 37,00 c.y. of a fly ash and cement grout mixture filling a mined seam averaging 8 ft thick. 

Work within the county road will be 3000 feet in length and will require the drilling of 61 injection holes.  The road will be repaved in the project area per the Clay County Highway specifications.  Project Number E008-189:  Site Number 2140

There will be no cost to the county with the work to start sometime in September, 2012.

Charlie Brown made a motion to approve seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
