Auditor Alumbaugh asked for nominations for President.  Jack Withers nominated Charlie Brown, seconded by Paul Sinders and carried with 3 ayes.  Paul Sinders made a motion to close the nominations, seconded by Jack Withers and carried with 3 ayes.  The meeting was then turned over to Charlie Brown.

Commissioner Brown asked for nominations for Vice President.  Jack Withers nominated Paul Sinders, seconded by Charlie Brown and carried with 3 ayes.

A motion to approve the December 5, 2011 regular meeting minutes as well as the special meeting minutes for December 27, 2011, was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

Director Bryan Husband had no report on the progress of the ADA compliance other than to assure the Commissioners that their only responsibility for sidewalks was at intersections.
IN THE MATTER OF HIGHWAY BID FOR 2012

A motion to approve the highway bids received at the December 27, 2011 meeting was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF 2012 APPOINTMENTS

Charlie Brown made a motion to appoint Tom Ames, Jan Howell and John Williams to the Clay County Redevelopment Commission for 2012.  Motion seconded by Paul Sinders and passed 3 ayes.
Charlie Brown made a motion to appoint Pete Foster as Highway Supervisor for 2012, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Jack Withers made a motion to appoint Paul Sinders to the Personnel Administration Committee, seconded by Charlie Brown.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint Jim Hicks (R), Barbara Scott (R), and Carolyn Mullens (D) to the Property Tax Assessment Board of Appeals for 2012, motion seconded by Charlie Brown.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint Charlie Brown to the Western Indiana Private Industry Council, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint Matt Booe (D) and Glen Watler (R) with both to serve from 1/1/2012 to 12/31/2015.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers and passed 3 ayes.
Jack Withers made a motion to appoint Bill Sisson to the Clay County Economic Development Commission for 1/1/2012 thru 12/31/2015.  Motion seconded by Paul Sinders and carried three ayes.
Charlie Brown introduced Frank Beasley who was interested in fulfilling the deceased Bill Hammer’s appointment on the Brazil City Planning Commission.  Jack Withers made a motion to appoint Frank Beasley to fill the remainder of Bill Hammer’s position, seconded by Charlie Brown.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF NON PROFIT CONTRACT WITH SEARCH AND RESCUE

Eric Somheil presented a contract with Search and Rescue which has been signed by their President David Watson for the Commissioners approval.

A motion to approve was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Charlie Brown.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF RELEASE OF ROAD BONDS FOR PEABODY MIDWEST MINE

Peabody representative Ed Hartzburge appeared before the Commissioners to request the release of road bonds on CR 200S, CR100W and CR 950S.

Charlie Brown stated that there was still unfinished work on CR 200S.  The County Highway will do the work, but Peabody was to furnish materials.
Paul Sinders stated that he also has issues with CR 950S regarding the same issue, as well as ditching that needs to be done.  Once these problems have been resolved, he is ready to release the requested bonds.

Mr. Hartzburge stated that he was under the impression that all work was concluded, but once the requested work is done and the bonds are released that Peabody is done.

Eric requested that a document be prepared for his review of all of the work necessary to affect the release of the requested bonds.  He will notify Peabody when the bonds are ready for release.

Paul Sinders made a motion to have Peabody prepare a written agreement to make requested improvements to CR 200S and CR 950S and once signed then the County will release in full the Road Bonds.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers and passed 3 ayes.
