COUNTY OF CLAY)

The December 3, 2012 regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by Commissioners President Charlie Brown at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Charlie Brown, Jack Withers, and Paul Sinders.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Charlie Brown led the Pledge of allegiance followed with pray given by Paul Sinders. 

A motion to approve the November 5, 2012 regular meeting and November 20, 2012 Special Meeting minutes was made by Jack Withers, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT
Emergency Management director Bryan Husband appeared before the Commissioners to report that the EMA Assessment of his performance was complete and the County will receive reimbursement of one half of his salary as well as an additional sum of money for Bryan to use to purchase non budgeted supplies for his office.
Bryan also commented on the need to establish damage assessment teams to send out when events occur.  The teams would determine eligibility for FEMA reimbursement.  It would also be beneficial to have memorandum of understanding with adjoining counties in order to use their employees and equipment to help when events do occur.
IN THE MATTER OF AWARDING QUOTES ON BRIDGE 14, 225 AND 155

Eric Somheil reported that at the previous meeting he opened two quotes on all three bridges.  Due to the large discrepancy in the amounts quoted, Eric and Paul had a meeting with Mr. Brown of Brown’s Land Improvement.  Mr. Brown misunderstood the scope of work and has withdrawn his quotes in a signed document.
Paul Sinders then commented that Bridge 225 is in his district and after meeting with the engineer he is not comfortable to proceed with repairs at this time.  This bridge will need more work in the future.  Paul Sinders made a motion to reject quotes on Bridge 225, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Charlie Brown made a motion to accept BLS Contractors quote for Bridge 14, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
Jack Withers made a motion to accept BLS Contractors quote for Bridge 155, seconded by Charlie Brown.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF WORK BY IDNR DIVISION OF RECLAMATION ON CR 1300S

The Indiana Department of Natural Resources, Division of Reclamation, Abandoned Mine Lands Section will be drilling holes into an underground mine beneath SR 159 and CR 1300S north of Coalmont,  Indiana.  The holes will be used to inject a cement based grout into the mine to minimize surface movement to the street.  The stabilization is being proposed because several pit subsidence features have occurred in this area due to the collapse of abandoned underground coal mines.

The contractor (Howard Concrete Pumping Inc., Cuddy PA) has secured a lease with a property owner on the south side of CR 1300S ¼ mile east of SR 159.  They will use this area during the duration of the project to stage equipment and as a batch plant location.  As a result a high volume of truck traffic will be using this section of the county road.  It is estimated that approximately 1500 tri-axle trucks and 300 tractor-trailers will travel from the highway to the staging area between January and March of 2013.  The contractor will be required to bond this section of road during construction and repave it after per the Clay County Highway Department specifications of 2 inches of #9 Surface Hot Mix. Charlie Brown made a motion to accept this scope of work, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF EXTENSION CONTRACT SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH PURDUE

Extension Agent Jenna Smith appeared before the Commissioner requesting they sign the contract with Purdue to provide Clay County with extension agents for 2013.

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve Amendment #5 seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER 2013 COMMISSIONERS SALE

Deputy Auditor Erica Stallcop presented Resolution 7-2012 establishing the date and time of the proposed Commissioners 2013 Sale of delinquent property.
RESOLUTION 7-2012-A
A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING THE INTENT TO CONDUCT A COMMISSIONER’S SALE TO SELL TAX SALE CERTIFICATES FOR PROPERTIES THAT ARE SEVERELY DELINQUENT IN PAYMENT OF PROPERTY TAXES.

WHEREAS, there are several properties in Clay County that are severely delinquent in the payment of property taxes, having been offered for tax sales and which received no bids equal to or in excess of minimum sale price.  The parcel numbers of those properties being attached to this resolution as “Exhibit A”, and 

WHEREAS, there is an assessed value associated with these properties for taxation purposes, but not taxes are being collected, therefore causing a lower than expected tax distribution to those taxing units and taxing districts with which the properties are located, and

WHEREAS, the Clay County Commissioners desire to have these properties back on the tax rolls with taxes being collected, and

WHEREAS, Indiana Statute, IC 6-1.1-24-6 through IC 6-1.1-24-6.4 allows for the County Commissioners to acquire a lien on those delinquent properties and receive issuance of the tax sale certificates for those properties, without taking title to the properties, therefore limiting the liability and cost normally associated with taking title.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Clay County Board of Commissioners that the County Executive shall acquire liens and receive tax sale certificates of the properties listed on “Exhibit A” that are severely delinquent and sell said certificates at a properly advertised Commissioner Tax Certificate Sale.

IN THE MATTER OF CLOSING DATES, PAYROLL AND CLAIM DATES FOR 2013

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the closings, payroll schedule, meetings and claims schedule as presented with the addition of closing at noon on December 31, 2013.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers and passed 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF 2013 APPOINTMENTS

Charlie Brown made a motion to appoint Daryl Andrews to the ABC Board for 2013 seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint Tom Ames, Jan Howell and John Williams to the Clay County Redevelopment Commission seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Jack Withers made a motion to appoint Eric Somheil as the Commissioner’s Attorney for 2013 seconded by Charlie Brown.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Charlie Brown made a motion to appoint Paul Sinders to the WCIEDD seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint Brad Stultz as the Highway Supervisor seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint Tony Fenwick and Bryan Allender to a three year term on the Clay County Drainage Board seconded by Charlie Brown.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Jack Withers made a motion to appoint Lynn Stoelting to the Clay County Health Board seconded by Charlie Brown and passed 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF FRONTIER COMMUNICATIONS AGREEMENT
IT Director Scott Hill appeared before the Commissioners with a new proposal for phone service with Frontier Communications of America Inc.  This is a 3 year agreement for the PRI circuit and the new price is lower than the previous agreement.

Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the contract pending legal review by Eric Somheil, seconded by Charlie Brown.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF JUVENILE DETENTION CONTRACT WITH CEDARBRIDGE 

Juvenile Probation Officer Cathy Judd appeared before the Commissioners with a request to reserve and additional 500 beds for secure detention.  The cost will be $99. per day with a total cost of $49,500 to be paid to Cedarbridge from 2012 appropriated funds.  Any unused beds will be carried over to the next year.
Charlie Brown made a motion to approve seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF 2013 HIGHWAY BIDS

The bids were opened and read aloud by Eric Somheil and appear at the end of these minutes.

Charlie Brown made a motion to take these bids unders advisement to be awarded at the regular meeting in January, 2013.  Motion seconded by Paul Sinders and passed 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF ENDEAVOR COMMUNICATION INSTALLATION OF FIBER OPTIC CABLE

Bryan Thomason of Endeavor Communications appeared before the Commissioners to discuss the installation of fiber optic cable in the row ditches along county roads in the Poland Exchange area.  Mr. Thomason provided a list of the County Roads that would be affected by the installation of the cable and answered questions proposed by the Commissioners.
After much discussion about the installation of the cable on the back side of the ditch when possible and the necessity to notify the Highway Supervisor of current status of the project as it progresses, Paul Sinders made a motion to approve a permit to proceed with the additions discussed at the meeting subject to the review and approval of the Commissioner’s Attorney Eric Somheil.  Motion seconded by Jack Withers and carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF PERSONAL PROPERTY REVIEW CONTRACT

Assessor Mark Barnhart appeared before the Commissioners requesting approval of the proposed contract submitted by Tax Management Associates, Inc at the November 5, 2012 meeting to audit and verify the accuracy of business taxpayers’ listings of personal property.  The authority to enter into such a contract is found in I.C. 6-1.1-36-12.

A motion to approve pending legal counsel review and obtaining the e-verify and compliance with IC 5-22-16.5-13(b) was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF CONTRACTS WITH NOT FOR PROFIT ENTITIES
Paul Sinders reported that the non for profit entities contracting with the county have filed their required reports.
Paul Sinders made a motion to approve the contracts with CARS, 4-H, Search and Rescue, Historical Society, Brazil Senior Citizens and Clay City Senior Citizens.  Motion seconded by Charlie Brown and carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

Charlie Brown spoke of his journey as a public official and thanked all those who had helped him along the way.

Jack Withers spoke of his unexpected experience as a Commissioner and commented that it was a thankless job.

Paul Sinders presented a plaque to both Charlie Brown and Jack Withers thanking them for their work on behalf of the county and made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Jack Withers.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
