COUNTY OF CLAY)

The January 7, 2013 regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by Auditor Mary Jo Alumbaugh at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Tony Fenwick, and Bryan Allender.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Paul Sinders led the Pledge to the Flag, followed by prayer. 

Auditor Alumbaugh asked for nominations for President.  Tony Fenwick nominated Paul Sinders, seconded by Bryan Allender and carried with 3 ayes.  The meeting was then turned over to Paul Sinders.

Commissioner Sinders asked for nominations for Vice President.  Bryan Allender nominated Tony Fenwick, seconded by Paul Sinders and carried with 3 ayes.

Paul Sinders then welcomed everyone to the meeting and offered congratulations to the newly elected officials.

A motion to approve the December 3, 2012 regular meeting minutes as well as the special meeting minutes for December 6, 2012, was made by Paul Sinders, and seconded by Tony Fenwick.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband requested that the Commissioners approve his application for the HEMP Grant for the LEPC Fund.  Paul Sinders questioned the need for a local match and Bryan responded that this is a reimbursement grant totaling $4500.00 with a 20% match, which is funded with LEPC dollars.

A motion to approve the HEMP grant application was made by Tony Fenwick and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Bryan then reported that the county does not have any sidewalks and curbs and therefore is compliant with the 2012 intersection data base required by the ADA Compliance.  Scott Hill is assisting Bryan in placing this information on the County website.  A written report will be presented at the February meeting.

IN THE MATTER OF HIGHWAY BID FOR 2013
A motion to approve the highway bids received at the December 3, 2012 meeting was made by Bryan Allender, and seconded by Tony Fenwick.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF PICTOMETRY CONTRACT FOR AERIAL PHOTOGRAPHY

Assessor Mark Barnhart appeared before the Commissioners to request they sign the contract with Pictometry to do aerial photography for the County in 2013 and again in 2016.  The 2013 flight will establish a baseline and the 2016 flight will come with the “changefinder” feature which will create a computer program that provides all the real property improvement changes in parcels to enhance reassessment.
A motion to approve the agreement pending Council approval of funding was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Tony Fenwick.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF 2013 APPOINTMENTS

Bryan Allender made a motion to appoint Bryan Husband Emergency Management Director, seconded by Tony Fenwick.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
Tony Fenwick made a motion to appoint Annette Walden Head Custodian, seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint John Hughbanks Head Maintenance Justice Center, seconded by Tony Fenwick.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Bryan Allender made a motion to appoint Paul Sinders to the Personnel Administration Committee, seconded by Tony Fenwick.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
Tony Fenwick made a motion to appoint Paul Sinders to the Western Indiana Workforce Investment Board, seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint the following to the Clay County Community Corrections Board:

These are four year appointments 2013 through 2016.  The motion was seconded by Bryan Allender and passed 3 ayes.

The Lewis Township Fire District appointment will be made at the February meeting.

IN THE MATTER OF ANIMAL CONTROL CONTRACT

A motion to approve the contract for animal control with the Clay County Humane Society was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Tony Fenwick.  Motion carried.

Brenda Gaskill, President of the Clay County Humane Society was present to sign on their behalf.

IN THE MATTER OF COPIER LEASE FOR SHERIFF AND IV-D CHILD SUPPORT

Tom Jones of Indiana Business Equipment appeared before the Commissioners with new leases for copiers in both the Sheriff’s department and IV-D Child Support.  These are the last two leases to accomplish the county’s copiers all being under one lease in future negotiations.
A motion to approve was made by Tony Fenwick and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF COMMUNITY HEALTH EDUCATOR

Community Health Educator Regina Yoder appeared before the Commissioner to propose the employees be allowed to participate in INshape Clay County which will meet once per week for a weigh in and to discuss healthier eating habits.  The YMCA will waive membership enrollment fees for employees if the County will agree to become a corporate sponsor.  There is no charge to the County for this sponsorship.  Curves will also offer a 10% discount to employees.

Paul Sinders made a motion to have Clay County become a corporate sponsor of the Clay County YMCA, seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF REQUESTED ADDITION TO VETERAN MEMORIAL

Sharon Lepper representing the DAR chapter of Clay County appeared before the Commissioners to request permission to mount a plaque commemorating the Revolutionary War Veterans buried in Clay County.  As Local Historian for the Clay County Chapter, she has confirmed that there are 12 of these veterans.

Tony Fenwick questioned the size of the plaque and Ms. Lepper told him that the plaque would not be large and could possibly be mounted on the floor.  Until permission for the plaque is granted they cannot begin raising funds.

Paul Sinders stated that he would like to evaluate available space in the building before making a commitment.  He will contact Ms. Lepper when that has been done.
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

Auditor Alumbaugh reported that all not for profit contracts have been signed and returned.

Paul gave thanks to the Highway Department for their work during the recent blizzard and also thanked the farmers and area businesses for the work they did in clearing the roads.  Tony Fenwick and Bryan Allender echoed those thoughts.
Bryan Husband stated that there should be an appointment to the EMA District Planning Council.  Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint Tony Fenwick, seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
There being no further business, a motion to adjourn was made by Tony Fenwick, and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
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
