COUNTY OF CLAY)

The October 7, 2013 regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by Paul Sinders at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Tony Fenwick, and Bryan Allender.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Erica Stallcop First Deputy Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

The pledge of allegiance was led by Bryan Allender and opening prayer was offered by Paul Sinders.
A motion to approve the September 3, 2013 regular meeting  and September 12, 18, 20 and 30, 2013 special meetings was made by Bryan Allender, and seconded by Tony Fenwick. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF CONTRACT FOR HOFFMAN ENGINEERS PC

The three different contracts presented before the Commissioners are for the architectural designs of the Community Corrections building for $14,000.00, the county storage building for $4,000.00 and the drainage plans associated with both building for $2,000.00.  A motion was made by Bryan Allender to accept the contracts from Hoffman Engineers PC, seconded by Tony Fenwick. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF PUBLIC HEALTH PREPAREDNESS GRANT APPLICATION

Kim Hyatt from the Clay County Health Department presented the yearly public health preparedness grant in the amount of $15.000.00 to the commissioners for their approval.  Tony Fenwick made a motion to accept the preparedness grant, seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband appeared before the Commissioners to ask them to prepare a letter of intent to establish a Clay County Hazard Mitigation Plan to be sent to the Indiana Department of Homeland Security.  This will allow Clay County to apply for grants after a disaster such as flooding.  A motion was made by Bryan Allender to approve the request for the letter of intent, seconded by Tony Fenwick.  Motion carried 3-0.  Paul Sinders will prepare the letter. 
Bryan also presented homeland security grant C44P-4-002B, Amendment #1.  This grant amendment clears up any question the District may have had about paying the District Administrator for work done after June 1, 2013 until the date the grants were officially approved.  A motion was made by Tony Fenwick to accept Amendment #1, seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CO RD 100 E

Jim Deal, attorney for Jerry Stearley, has asked the Commissioners to have County Road 100 E surveyed to establish the location of the road.  Jerry Stearley has already had the road surveyed but during proceeding to decide a property case Judge Joe Trout threw out the survey saying that a private property owner does not have the authority to order the survey of a public road.  Also present was Nina Alexander, attorney for Troy Stanton.  The commissioners will take this under consideration. 
IN THE MATTER OF THE 28 HOUR WORK WEEK

Sheriff Mike Heaton expressed his concerns over the 28 hour work week due to the Affordable Care Act and informed the Commissioners that his office is doing the best they can to comply.  

IN THE MATTER OF ORD 17-2013, CLAY COUNTY SCHOOL SAFETY COMMISSION

Clay County School Corp Assistant Superintendant Dr. Timothy Rayle asked the commissioners to consider the adoption of an ordinance that would set up the Clay County School Safety Commission.  This commission will organize the process for reporting safety problems within the Clay Community Schools and allow the School Corporation to be eligible for grant monies for school safety.  

Eric Somheil read the following in its entirety:

ORDINANCE 17-2013
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING THE CLAY COUNTY 

SCHOOL SAFETY COMMISSION


WHEREAS, Indiana Code Sections 36-1-3-1 et seq. permit any county in the State of Indiana to exercise any power or to perform any function necessary to the public interest in the context of its county or internal affairs, which is not prohibited by the Constitution of the United States or of the State of Indiana, or denied or pre-empted by any other law, or is not expressly granted by any other law to another governmental entity;


WHEREAS, The Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana ("Commissioners") is the County Legislative body and is by law authorized to adopt ordinances for the performance of functions in Clay County, Indiana;


WHEREAS, The Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana deem it to be reasonable, appropriate, and in the best interests for the health safety and general welfare of the public to establish a County School Safety Commission, pursuant to Indiana Code 5-2-10.1-10, comprised of representatives from the school, judiciary, law enforcement, and community agencies to perform a cumulative analysis of the school safety needs for Clay County.


WHEREAS, such establishment of a County School Safety Commission is necessary to seek grants through the Indiana School Safety Fund, pursuant to Indiana Code 10-21-1-2, to establish programs under which a school corporation may employee school resource officers; conduct a threat assessment of its buildings; and/or purchase equipment and technology to restrict access to school property or expedite notification of first responders.


THUS, The Clay County School Safety Commission is hereby authorized to establish its membership, convene; perform a cumulative analysis of school safety needs within the county; and accordingly make necessary recommendations based upon their analysis, in accordance with Indiana Code 5-2-10.1 et. seq. and Indiana Code 10-21-1 et. seq.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana, as follows:

SECTION 1: PURPOSE
To establish in Clay County a County School Safety Commission to promote school safety.

SECTION 2: SECURED SCHOOL SAFETY PROGRAM; DEFINITIONS AND GENERAL PROVISIONS
A.   DEFINITIONS

1.
"Commission" refers to a county school safety commission as established under Indiana Code 5-2-10.1-10 (Indiana Code 5-2-10.1-0.3).

2.
"Fund" refers to the Indiana Safe Schools Fund as established under Indiana Code 5-2-10.1 and Ind. Code 10-21-1. (Indiana Code 5-2-10.1-1).

3.
"Institute" refers to the Indiana Criminal Justice Institute established under Indiana Code 5-2-6. (Indiana Code 5-2-10.1-1.5).


4.
"Safety plan" refers to any school safety plan required by the Indiana State Board of Education. (Indiana Code 5-2-10.1-1.7).


5.
"ADM" refers to the number of eligible pupils enrolled in the school corporation as provided in Indiana Code 20-18-2-2, Indiana Code 20-43-4-2 and Indiana Code 20-43-4-3.


6.
"Commission" refers to the County School Safety Commission as established by this Ordinance and pursuant to Indiana Code 5-2-10.1-10.


7.
"School Safety Specialist" shall be designated by each school corporation pursuant to Indiana Code 5-2-10.1-9.


8.
"County" refers to Clay County, Indiana.


9.
"School Safe Haven Program" refers to a school program established and operated by a school where the school must be open to students of the school before and
after normal operating hours and where the program operates with a plan to reduce alcohol, tobacco and drug abuse; reduce violent behavior; and promote
educational progress. (Indiana Code 5-2-10.1-7).
B. GENERAL SCOPE AND INTENT:   By the establishment of a County School Safety Commission, County shall have access to grants from the Indiana Safe Schools Fund, established pursuant to Indiana Code 10-21-1-2, and with the intent to provide grants to establish programs under which a school corporation or charter school may employee school resource officers, conduct a threat assessment of its buildings; and/or purchase equipment and technology to restrict access to school property or expedite notification of first responders. (Indiana Code 10-21-1-2(a)).

SECTION 3: COUNTY SCHOOL SAFETY COMMISSION; MEMBERS; DUTIES 

A.   COUNTY SCHOOL SAFETY COMMISSION: MEMBERS.
In accordance with Indiana Code 5-2-10.1-10, there is established the County School Safety Commission which shall consist of the following individuals or their designees:


1.
The school safety specialist for each school corporation located in whole or in
part in the county;


2.
The judge of the court having juvenile jurisdiction in the County or the judge's designee;


3.
The sheriff of the County or the sheriff’s designee;


4.
The chief officer of every other law enforcement agency in the County or the chief officer's designee;


5.
A representative of the juvenile probation system, appointed by the judge described under subdivision (2);


6.
Representatives of community agencies that work with children within the county;


7.
A representative of the Indiana State Police district that serves the County;


8.
A representative of the Prosecuting Attorneys Council of Indiana who specializes in the prosecution of juveniles;


9.
Other appropriate individuals selected by the Commission. (Indiana Code 5-2-10.1-10(b))

B. COUNTY SCHOOL SAFETY COMMISSION: MEMBERS, POWERS AND DUTIES.
In accordance with Indiana Code 5-2-10.1-10, upon establishment the County School Safety Commission:

1.   The school safety specialist of the school corporation having the largest ADM shall convene the initial meeting;


2.  
Hereinafter; the commission shall:


a.
Annually elect a chairperson;


b.
Perform a cumulative analysis of school safety needs within the County;


c.
Coordinate and make recommendations for the following:


i.    Prevention of juvenile offenses and improving the reporting of juvenile offenses within the schools;


ii.  Proposals for identifying and assessing children who are at high risk of becoming juvenile offenders;


iii. Methods to meet the educational needs of children who have been detained as juvenile offenders;


iv. Methods to improve communications among agencies that work with children;


v.   Methods to improve security and emergency preparedness;


vi. Additional equipment or personnel that are necessary to carry out safety plans; and,


vii. Any other topic the Commission considers necessary to improve school safety within the school corporations within the Commission's jurisdiction;


d.
Provide assistance to the school safety specialists on the commission in developing and          requesting grants for safety plans;


e.
Provide assistance to the school safety specialists on the Commission and the participating school corporations in developing and requesting grants for school safe haven programs under 5-2-10.1-7, if such program is recommended by the Commission; and/or


f.
Assist each participating school corporation in carrying out the school corporation's safety plans.


3.
The affirmative votes of a majority of the voting members of the Commission are required for the Commission to take action on a measure, pursuant to Indiana Code 5-2-10.1-10(f).


4.
A Commission shall receive the school safety plans described in Indiana Code 20-26-18.2-2(c) for the school corporations located in the county.  The Commission may share the school safety plans with law enforcement agencies, pursuant to Indiana Code 5-2-10.1-10(g).
