The November 4, 2013 regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by Paul Sinders at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Tony Fenwick, and Bryan Allender.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

The pledge of allegiance was led by Eric Somheil and opening prayer was offered by Paul Sinders.
A motion to approve the October 7, 2013 regular meeting was made by Tony Fenwick, and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF EMA DIRECTOR HOMELAND SECURITY GRANTS
EMA Director Bryan Husband appeared before the Commissioners with a grant application for training of law enforcement officers to serve as security in the public schools.  Grant C44P-4-038B in the amount of $21,428.57 will provide training for up to 35 officers and there is no county match.
A motion to approve was made by Tony Fenwick and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0.

Bryan also presented a grant application for approval for $10,000.00 to partially fund a Dell Power Vault MD3220i Storage Server Federal Grant Number EMW-2013-SS-00017.  There is no county match.

A motion to approve the application was made by Tony Fenwick and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.

The third grant presented was an award of $5,279.77 from the 2013 EMPG Competitive Grant. This award is based on Bryan’s score of 232 or more points on the 2012-2013 EMPG Assessment completed on June 30, 2013.  There is no county match.

A motion to approve was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Tony Fenwick.  Motion carried 3-0.

Bryan then reported that the LEPC is no longer in compliance with the state requirements.  The state will furnish assistance to bring the local plan up to date.  Bryan will report back at a later date with information.
IN THE MATTER OF JOB DESCRIPTION FOR CASA/GAL

Judge Joseph Trout appeared before the Commissioners to address the proposed job description for the CASA/GAL Director.  The CASA is required by law.  There is no way to predict the number of hours worked in any given week but the current director has been instructed to comply with the part time hour schedule.
A motion to approve as submitted was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF LEON MERCER

Leon Mercer appeared before the Commissioners to thank them for the work done on CR 1400N and to encourage the Commissioners to develop long range plans to make use of the Wheel Tax dollars being generated.

The Commissioners thanked Mr. Mercer for his kind words.

IN THE MATTER OF EXTENSION CONTRACT FOR 2014
Jenna Smith of the Clay County Extension Office appeared before the Commissioner’s with Amendment #6 of the contract between Purdue University and Clay County to provide extension agents for 2014.

A motion to approve was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Tony Fenwick.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF AMENDING PRECINTS IN POSEY TOWNSHIP

Deputy clerk Jason Jacobs appeared before the Commissioners to request they sign an order to establish precincts to correct precinct #2 with the properly annexed parcels to the town of Staunton.  An error had occurred in the legal description of the earlier annexation and this order would correct the two parcels from precinct #3 to precinct #2 so that those residents could vote in the Staunton municipal elections.

Eric Somheil requested that Jason provide a detailed map of the area in question to comply with the reference made on the order and to have the order specify that it is an amendment to the precinct.

Jason stated that he had omitted form IEC8 from the documents provided to the Commissioners.  He will consult with the election division to make the changes requested by Eric and appear before the Commissioners at their regular December meeting.
