IN THE MATTER OF QUOTES FOR HIGHWAY SALT BARN

IN THE MATTER OF STATE HOMELAND SECURITY GRANT APPLICATION

IN THE MATTER OF INDOT UNOFFICIAL DETOUR 

The INDOT presented a letter of understanding with Clay County with a mutually acceptable unofficial local detour during the closure of SR 46 during the work on the bridge over Birch Creek by INDOT.
INDOT agrees to reimburse Clay County for the cost related to damage repair on CR250 W to Lower Bloomington Rd to SR 59 while it is being used as the unofficial locat detour.  All reimbursable work must be approved by INDOT before the initiation of any repair work.  Once the District has agreed to the documented expenses for the repairs and the detour has been eliminated, INDOT and Clay County must execute an agreement that indicates the documented expenses.

A motion to approve the letter of understanding was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF ENGINEER FOR BUILDING PROJECTS
Paul Sinders shared that the Commissioner’s plan to build a storage building and an office building on the site of the old jail at the corner of Jackson and Alabama street.  An engineer will be needed to properly design the project.  Hoffman Engineers PC has presented the most favorable impression.

Bryan Allender made a motion to engage Hoffman Engineers PC seconded by Tony Fenwick.  Motion carried 3-0.  Bryan will notify Mr. Hoffman to begin preparing a contract for consideration at the regular October 7, 2013 meeting.
