The February 3, 2014 regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by Paul Sinders at 9:00 a.m. Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Tony Fenwick, and Bryan Allender.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Erica Stallcop First Deputy Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Mark Barnhart led the Pledge to the Flag, followed by prayer by Paul Sinders. 

A motion to approve the January 10, 2014 regular meeting minutes was made by Bryan Allender, seconded by Tony Fenwick.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband stated the nationwide propane shortage has not had an effect on Clay County at this time.
Bryan Husband, acting on behalf of the Lewis Twp Fire Protection District, told the commissioners that the district board will be asking the commissioners to fill appointments at the next meeting.   Bryan will be sending the details at a later date. 

IN THE MATTER OF CONTRACT WITH INDOT FOR BRIDGE INSPECTION
Bryan Husband, acting ERC for Clay County, presented to the commissioners a contract with INDOT for bridge inspection. Also presented was a grant application to accept bridge inspection grant monies.  Paul Sinders made a motion to accept the contract and grant application, seconded by Tony Fenwick. Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF BID SPECS FOR 2014-2017 CYCLICAL REASSESSMENT
The notice to bidders for the 2014-2017 Cyclical Reassessment was presented for approval.

A motion to approve as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Tony Fenwick.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

The bid specs will be advertised and the bids opened and read aloud March 3, 2014 during the regular Commissioners meeting which begins at 9:00 am.
IN THE MATTER OF ELECTION KIT SOFTWARE LICENSE & SERVICE AGREEMENT
Clerk Vickie Wheeler and Jason Jacobs presented for consideration an agreement with KNOW.iNK for software license and service for the new election pollbooks.  Jason told the Commissioners that the Election Board had voted unanimously to have eight vote centers in Clay Co.  Jason listed all eight voting places and stated that only a few voters have to travel more than seven miles to any vote center.  Paul said he would still like to see a vote center in Cory due to the bridge on state road 46 being out.  
A motion to approve the software license and service agreement with KNOW.iNK, pending legal counsel approval and county council approval of funds, was made by Tony Fenwick, seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER JERRY STEARLEY-CO RD 100 E
Eric Somheil advised Mr. Stearley that he did not think it appropriate that he talk with the commissioners about the ongoing issues with Co Rd 100 E without Mr. Stanton and his attorney present.  Mr. Stearley was very upset and vocal but left the meeting.  
IN THE MATTER OF AIR EVAC
Lori Mayle, Program Director for Air Evac, wanted to introduce herself and gave an update on the Air Evac program.  Lori stated Air Evac has been in Clay County for 10 years now, and they are very grateful for our community.  Lori hoped that Air Evac would have many more years in Clay County.

IN THE MATTER OF CLAY COUNTY 2013 ANNUAL REPORT
First Deputy Auditor Erica Stallcop presented the commissioners with the annual report for 2013.  Commissioners acknowledged they had received the report.
IN THE MATTER OF WORKPLACE BENEFITS
David Graham, owner of Workplace Benefits, asked the commissioners that they appoint him broker for all supplemental insurance used by Clay County.  He stated one of the big problems for employees is the ability to contact a representative after the insurance is purchased.  Mr. Graham’s company would be the contact for all the supplemental insurances whether they were his original customers or not. 
The commissioners said they would read through the material provided and have him placed on the March agenda.
IN THE MATTER OF HOOSIER START
Todd Williams from Great West Financial provided the commissioners with information on the State of Indiana’s Deferred Compensation Plan, Hoosier START.  Mr. Williams pointed out that the administrative fees of Hoosier START were lower than other retirement plans and the plan included some helpful tools to make planning easier.  Mr. Williams stated that the Hoosier START plan has been around for many years and the state is trying to educate other government units on its benefits.  The commissioners said they had a lot of material to go through and thanked Mr. Williams for his presentation.
IN THE MATTER OF COMMISSIONERS SALE
A motion was made by Paul Sinders to not have a 2013 commissioner’s sale this spring but to have an in house sale next spring.  The motion also stated that the commissioners would start researching and planning the next sale starting shortly after the regular tax sale in the fall of 2014, seconded by Tony Fenwick. Motion carried 3 ayes. 
IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business, a motion to adjourn was made by Bryan Allender, and seconded by Tony Fenwick.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
