The March 3, 2014 regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by Paul Sinders at 9:00 a.m. Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Tony Fenwick, and Bryan Allender.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Erica Stallcop First Deputy Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Tony Fenwick led the Pledge to the Flag, followed by prayer by Paul Sinders. 

A motion to approve the February 3, 2014 regular meeting minutes was made by Bryan Allender, seconded by Tony Fenwick. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

Tony Fenwick made a motion to accept the grant application for Homeland Security Foundation Grant of $4000.00, seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF EXTENSION OFFICE, TAMMY STEINER
Tammy Steiner, Extension Educator, gave the commissioners an update on the Clay County 4-H programs and thanked them for their continued support.  
IN THE MATTER OF OPENING BIDS FOR REASSESSMENT CONTRACT
The single bid received was opened and read aloud by Eric Somheil. The bid, from Tyler Technologies, is a four year contract for $581,420.00.

The commissioners will review the bid and consider the contract award at a special meeting on March 18, 2014. 

IN THE MATTER OF UPGRADES TO E911 SYSTEM
Rob Gambill and Missy Gambill were here to let the commissioners know that as of April 2014 the E911equipment and software would no longer be supported by Frontier.  E911 has begun working with the State 911 Board to develop specs for a new system so they can begin the bid process.  The estimated cost of the new system will be anywhere from $150,000.00 to $175,000.00 or more.  Rob and Missy will be talking to the council about funding the project.   Rob also mentioned that the recording equipment has also been “sunset” and it will also not be supported for much longer.  This will be a future cost to think about. 
IN THE MATTER OF WORKPLACE BENEFITS
David Graham, owner of Workplace Benefits, asked the commissioners that they appoint him broker for all supplemental insurance used by Clay County.

James Deal presented Ordinance 6-2014 to the commissioners asking them to approve the vacation of the plat of Asherville.

ORDINANCE NO. 6-2014
AN ORDINANCE VACATING

THE PLAT OF THE TOWN OF ASHERVILLE


WHEREAS on February 4, 2014 a petition pursuant to Indiana Code Section 36-7-3-10 to vacate the plat of the Town of Asherville as platted by John Asher on September 13, 1873 and recorded September 13, 1873 in Plat Book 2, page 44 in Jackson Township, Clay County was duly filed with the Secretary of the Board of Commissioners of the County of Clay, and


WHEREAS the petition was set for hearing on Monday, March 3, 2014 at 9:00 A.M. before the Board of Commissioners of the County of Clay after notice by publication was given as required by law in Indiana Code Chapter 5-3-1, and


WHEREAS the petition was found to be in due form and content and that the closing and vacating of the plat would in no way be adverse to the best interests of Clay County, Indiana or to any other person, the Board of Commissioners of the County of Clay now finds that the petition should be granted.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF CLAY as follows:

SECTION ONE

Vacating of Plat of Asherville


The following described plat of the Town of Asherville as platted by John Asher on September 13, 1873 and recorded September 13, 1873 in Plat Book 2, page 44 in Jackson Township, Clay County, Indiana be and hereby is vacated:

A part of the Southeast Quarter of the Southwest Quarter of Section 15, Township 12 North, Range 6 West, more particularly described as follows: Beginning at the southeast corner of said quarter, quarter section; thence north 541 feet; thence west 556 feet; thence south 541 feet, thence east 556 feet to the point of beginning, containing 6.9053 acres, more or less.

SECTION TWO

Repeal of Conflicting Ordinances


All ordinances or any parts thereof previously enacted which are in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION THREE

Effect of Ordinance


This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and publication, if any, as required by law.
