Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Mary Jo Alumbaugh, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

A motion to approve the minutes of the June 2, 2014 regular meeting and the June 30, 2014 special meetings was made by Tony Fenwick, seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF COURTHOUSE SECURITY
Sheriff Mike Heaton appeared before the Commissioners to report on the need for Courthouse security.  Since last meeting there has been and incident of an individual carrying a weapon into one of the offices, a fight on the third floor and a demonstration in front of the Courthouse with individuals entering the building before business hours to confront employees.

State statute requires the Sheriff to provide security and for that reason he is requesting funds to add six (6) jail officers to deputize and train to take care of securing the building to protect employees as well as persons visiting the Courthouse.

IN THE MATTER OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband appeared before the Commissioner requesting they approve a grant for 50% reimbursement of his 2013 salary.  Certain criteria must be met before this reimbursement can be applied for and he has exceeded the requirements.  A motion to approve the grant application was made by Tony Fenwick and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.
A motion to approve submitting the grant for reimbursement was made by Tony Fenwick and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF ROAD IN LEWIS TOWNSHIP

Attorney James Deal appeared before the Commissioners requesting they determine if PR1475S in the Village of Worth was ever a county road or not.  Mr. Deal produced a copy of a recorded plat from 1905 which shows a street drawn in for access to the unincorporated Village of Worth.  When 911 addressing was done a private road sign was installed.

Mr. Deal was informed that the Commissioners will assume it is a private road until further evidence that the road is an accepted county road.

IN THE MATTER OF REVISED JOB DESCRIPTION

Paul Sinders presented a revised job description for the Highway Truck Driver/Equipment Operator.  Previously there were separate descriptions for these jobs, now one description has combined to cover full time employees.  Tony Fenwick made a motion to approve seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0.
A motion to retire current job descriptions of laborer, truck drive and equipment operator was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS BUILDING

Paul Sinders commented that since the two bids received for the construction of the proposed Community Corrections were higher than hoped by that the building committee meet and discuss future plans.

A motion to reject the bids received on 6/30/14 was made by Tony Fenwick and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF E911 FRONTIER TELEPHONE CONTRACT

Paul Sinders read an email from Frontier Account Representative Arnold Sebass requesting a meeting with himself and the Auditor to discuss the overpayment on the current contract.

Eric Somheil indicated that he would like to be included in any meeting with Frontier.

Paul Sinders stated that no new contract will be approved until the overpayment issue has been resolved.

IN THE MATTER OF CHAMBER OF COMMERCE MEMBERSHIP

The Clay County Chamber of Commerce has approached the Commissioners to become members of their organization as a non-profit member for a fee of $50.00 for the first year of membership and $100.00 for ensuing years.

Bryan Allender suggested that the county research the involvement of other counties in their local Chamber.  Auditor Alumbaugh stated that the County is not a non-profit entity.  Alumbaugh will inquire of other counties to see if there are any others who are members of the Chamber in their communities.

There being no further business, a motion to adjourn was made by Bryan Allender, and seconded by Tony Fenwick.  Motion carried 3-0.
