IN THE MATTER EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT
Emergency Management Director Bryan Husband appeared before the Commissioners with a proposed request for contracting for a part time District 7 Administrator.  The position will be advertised for two weeks and his committee will make a recommendation of the top three candidates to the Commissioners at their next meeting.  A proposed contract was furnished for their review.
IN THE MATTER OF RE-SEALING COURTHOUSE AND JAIL PARKING LOTS
Paul Sinders stated that the lowest quote was received from Minor Asphalt in the amount of $9,000.00.  Paul has notified the other vendors of this.
A motion to approve Minor Asphalt pending approval of funds by County Council was made by Tony Fenwick and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF RESOLUTION 7-2014 INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT WITH CENTERPOINT
Tony Fenwick shared that the highway plans to chip and seal CR 200 N from Sugar Ridge Estates to CR 200 E through the corporate limits of the Town of Center Point.  This action will benefit the town of Center Point and the interlocal agreement will confirm that the Town of Center Point will pay for materials and cost of installation of the chip and seal within their corporate limits.

IN THE MATTER OF RFP FOR AMBULANCE SERVICE
An RFP for Ambulance Service for 2015-2017 was presented for approval.  This proposal was prepared by the committee appointed in June.  The current ambulance contract expires December 31, 2014.
A motion to approve was made by Tony Fenwick and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0
RFP’s will be mailed upon request to ambulance company requesting proposal.  The deadline for submitting a proposal is Friday, August 29, 2014 at 4:00 p.m.  Any questions about the proposal should be directed to Bryan Husband.  The proposals will be opened at the September 2, 2014 meeting.
