Josh Clarke led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Paul Sinders. 

A motion to approve the September 8, 2015, regular meeting minutes and September 15, 2015 special meeting minutes was made by Bryan Allender, seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 2 ayes. Jim Bowman Abstained.
IN THE MATTER OF WIC RENTAL AGREEMENT WITH THE ARMORY
Liz Wheby stated there are no changes to the rental agreement. The agreement is for a one year term from October 1, 2015 thru September 30, 2016.
Motion to approve the WIC rental agreement with the Armory from October 1, 2015 thru September 30, 2016 was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF QUOTES FOR HIGHWAY FENCE
Paul stated we had 3 quotes for the Highway fence with the lowest quote being from TJ Fencing for $35,912.00. The current fence has been in place for at least 26 years and the Highway Department is outgrowing the current area. The decision was made to expand the fence 100 feet to the South.

IN THE MATTER OF OTHER APPOINTMENTS

IN THE MATTER OF AGREEMENT WITH REDEVELOPMENT COMMISSION

Eric read the agreement regarding reimbursement expenses in its entirety. The agreement is for roadwork at the Industrial Park to not exceed $40,000.00.
Motion to accept Agreement Regarding Reimbursement of Expenses with the Redevelopment Commission was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF CONTRACT WITH INDIANA FAMILY & SOCIAL SERVICES ADMINISTRTATION
Josh Clarke explained the Indiana Family & Social Services Administration Contract. This is a result from Senate Bill 1269. The concerns the Sheriff has are on page 4 item #5 and page 6 item #1. The other concern is that the bill says the Department shall provide these services to the inmates. The questionnaire is a 35 page document that has to filled out completely. All 92 Counties will have the same contract. Quality Correctional Care is the medical provider for the Justice Center and they are willing to process the paperwork. There are a lot of issues with Bill 1269 and most Sheriffs are hoping some of the issues will be resolved quickly.
Motion to approve the contract with Indiana Family & Social Services Administration was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3 ayes.

Motion to approve the Quality Correctional Care Contract starting today thru December 31, 2015 subject to legal approval was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF EMA GRANT

Paul presented the application for a reimbursable grant for $8,000.00 for Hazmat training for Bryan Husband who was not available to be at the meeting. 
Motion to approve the Training grant was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF DUNN & ASSOCIATES

Cathy Dunn presented information to the Commissioners on the Cadillac Tax that will take effect in 2018. The health insurance premiums and any pretax health related expenses (examples: Allstate, Aflac, Western Southern, Health Savings Account, etc.) will be added together and if those exceed $10,200.00 for an individual the Cadillac Tax is 40% of the amount that is over the threshold. Cathy also discussed options for a wellness plan to reduce the deductible by $150.00 as well as a second high deductible insurance plan that could reduce the amount the employee pays for spouse, children, or family plans. There are several changes coming to what the Auditor’s office is required to report to the IRS starting with the 2015 reporting. The five trustees will meet and discuss ideas on what wellness options Clay County should offer and if the County wants to offer a second health plan. Jennifer will send information to Cathy. Dunn will then have final paperwork at the November 2nd meeting.

 IN THE MATTER OF OTHER COUNTY BUSINESS

Jennifer Flater presented a claim for $6.50 to the BMV for the Sheriff’s Department for a late fee on a license plate.
Motion to approve claim was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3 ayes.
Josh Clarke presented an amendment to the WTH contract to add GPS tracking to the Deputies cars. This would be a one-time charge of $2,750.00.
Motion to approve amendment to WTH for GPS tracking was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3 ayes.
