A motion to approve the October 5, 2015, regular meeting minutes and October 15, 2015 special meeting minutes was made by Bryan Allender, seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes. 
IN THE MATTER OF DOXPOP E-PAYMENTS FOR CLERK OFFICE
Shannon Heald of the Clerk’s office explained there is no cost to the County for the DOXPOP tickets that go thru the State. This program is beneficial to the Clerk’s office as it will save time and lessen mistakes being made in coping the information from the State site to the County. 
Motion to approve agreement with DOXPOP with the Clerk’s Office was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF BICENTENNIAL RELAY CEREMONY
Shondra Barrett, with Clay County Chamber of Commerce, explained in 2016 there will be a torch ceremony. The torch will pass thru Clay County on September 22, 2016. The Chamber is requesting the  use of the Courthouse lawn or Rotunda if it is raining for a brief thirty minute presentation. 
Motion to approve the use of the Courthouse lawn or Rotunda for the Bicentennial Relay Ceremony was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF SPECS FOR HIGHWAY BIDS
Paul stated each year we approve and advertise the Highway specs. The bids will be opened at the December 7th meeting. 

Motion to accept the Bid Specs for Highway was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3 ayes. 
IN THE MATTER OF SPECS FOR INDUSTRIAL PARK ROAD 
Paul stated the specs for the Industrial Park Road will be quotes to repair the corner of the road. 
Motion to approve the Specs for Industrial Park Road was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF GRANT WITH SCHOOL
Sheriff Paul Harden explained the possibility of a matching grant the School Corp is hoping to procure. The school would fund $25,000.00 and ask the County to also fund $25,000.00. The State would match the $50,000.00 for a total of $100,000.00. This would allow to have 3.5 Deputies to cover the schools. Paul stated he thought we could use the ICE money to cover the expense.  Paul also wanted to inform the Commissioners of his intent to ask for three additional cars at the Council meeting tonight.

IN THE MATTER OF DUNN & ASSOCIATES INSURANCE
Paul stated we have four items to address 1. Approve the change in the traditional policy for the family plan per pay check from $683.26 to $507.69 for a monthly charge of $1100.00 effective January 1, 2016. 2. Approve option two plan-High Deductible Plan-with a deductible of $1,500.00 effective January 1, 2016. 3. For Option Two Plan employee will pay $10.00 per pay check for a monthly total of $21.67, dependents will pay $114.00 per pay check for a monthly total of $247.00, spouse will pay $225.00 per pay check for a monthly total of $487.50, family will pay $432.00 per pay check for a monthly total of $936.00 to be effective January 1, 2016. 4. Approve Clay County Wellness Plan to help employees reduce the overall expense of deductible by $150.00 for those who incur more than $600.00 in deductible expenses.

Motion to approve all four items as presented was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3 ayes. 
 IN THE MATTER OF OTHER COUNTY BUSINESS

Kevin Ruhe with Coughanowr Insurance has prepared the binder for our insurance renewals with Bliss McKnight. Kevin stated he is also working on a blanket bond that the State is now requiring per an email that Jennifer Flater sent.

Jim Coffenberry explained his request of a letter of intent to support an EPA grant for Brownfield properties. This is a request to reapply for money and the State is asking for a coalition application to show that the Commissioner’s support the request. There is no cost to the County and the maximum grant is $600,000.00.

Motion to approve Brownfield Assessment Coalition Grant was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3 ayes.
