BY THE CLAY COUNTY REDEVELOPMENT COMMISSION


WHEREAS, the Clay County Redevelopment Commission, on January 21, 2015, reviewed the Factual Report in Support of Findings Contained in Resolution No. 2015-1 (the “Factual Report”) and Economic Development Plan (the “Plan”) for the PDF Economic Development Area; and


WHEREAS, the Clay County Redevelopment Commission adopted Resolution No. 2015-1 (the “Resolution”), a declaratory resolution designating certain areas in Clay County to be the PDF Economic Development Area (“Area”); and


WHEREAS, said Resolution also declares an Economic Development Plan for the Area,  declares the Area to be an Allocation Area under I.C. 36-7-14-39, and designates Process Development and Fabrication, Inc. as a designated taxpayer; and


WHEREAS, the Brazil, Indiana Plan Commission adopted Resolution No. 2015-1 on February 15, 2015, approving the creation of the PDF Economic Development Area and finding the resolution and the plan conform to the plan of development for the City of Brazil; and


WHEREAS, I.C. 36-7-14-16 and I.C. 36-7-14-41 require that the Redevelopment Commission submit the Resolution, Economic Development Plan, and supporting data to the Clay County, Indiana, Commissioners; and


WHEREAS, I.C. 36-7-14-16 requires that the Clay County, Indiana, Commissioners determine whether the Resolution and the Economic Development Plan conform to the plan of development for the City of Brazil; and


WHEREAS, the Clay County, Indiana, Commissioners, at its meeting on February 23, 2015, did review Clay County Redevelopment Commission Resolution No. 2015-1 (the “Resolution”), the Factual Report in Support of Findings Contained in Resolution No. 2015-1 (the “Factual Report”), the Economic Development Plan (the “Plan”) for the PDF Economic Development Area, and Brazil, Indiana, Plan Commission Resolution No. 2015-1 (the “Plan Commission Resolution”);


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CLAY COUNTY, INDIANA, COMMISSIONERS:

1. The Brazil, Indiana Plan Commission has previously reviewed and approved the Resolution, Factual Report, and Plan as required by I.C. 36-7-14-17, and the Commissioners hereby confirm and approve resolution No. 2015-___ of the Plan Commission.

2. The Resolution, Factual Report, and Plan conform to the plan of development for Clay County and are hereby, in all respects, approved and confirmed and the actions of the Redevelopment Commission with regard to the PDF Economic Development Area are, in all respects, approved.

3. The geographic area defined by the Redevelopment Commission is an economic development area defined by I.C. 36-7-14 and outlined in the Resolution.

4. The Area is also designated as an Allocation Area as described in I.C. 36-7-14.

5. Process Development and Fabrication, Inc. is designated as a Designated Taxpayer as described in I.C. 36-7-14.

6. A copy of this resolution be submitted to the Clay County Redevelopment Commission.

7. This resolution shall be effective as of its date of adoption.

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Lou Britton explained how the TIF would benefit the County as well as how a TIF works. Umbaugh has prepared a report that shows what would be captured and details how much revenue would be generated from this area. 
A motion to approve Resolution 2015-3 Approving the Creation of the PDF Economic Development Area by the Clay County Redevelopment Commission was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Tony Fenwick. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CLAY CITY SENIOR CITIZENS CONTRACT

Paul Sinders said that the Clay City Senior Citizens had to bring up-to-date their filing for last year with the Indiana Secretary of State. This has now been completed so we now can consider, for approval, their contract for 2015.
A motion to approve the contract between the Commissioners and Clay City Senior Citizens was made by Tony Fenwick and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF DPC SERVICE AGREEMENT

Bryan Husband presented the minutes from the DPC February meeting that stated: an amendment to the contract changing Angela Nichols position from part time to full time. This would require the Commissioners to sign an amendment to the current contract that runs thru June 2015. The change would go into effect February 1, 2015.  

A motion to accept the amendment to the professional/personal services contract was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Tony Fenwick.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF UMBAUGH AND ASSOCIATES CONTINUING DISCLOSURE SERVICES
Jennifer Flater presented the continuing disclosure services agreement and stated this is a new requirement with the SEC. Umbaugh has assisted Clay County since 2004 with the Jail bond reports. Umbaugh, to be in compliance with the new SEC regulations, will have Clay County sign a new agreement each year.

 A motion to accept Umbaugh Continuing Disclosure Services Agreement was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF EQUITABLE SHARING AGREEMENT

Sheriff Paul Harden and Roxanne Tisdale with the Prosecutor’s Office explained what the equitable sharing funds are used for. Roxanne stated that Attorney Chris Gambill has prepared the documents in the past for Clay County and has done so this year. Starting this year it has been changed to an electronic signature. Once Robert Pell and Tony Fenwick have reviewed the documents it will be filed electronically. 
A motion to accept Equitable Sharing Agreement with the Prosecutor’s Office was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0.
