IN THE MATTER OF WORK ONE-WORK EXPERIENCE
Shella Hess, with Work One, would like to have a contract with Clay County. Work One could then place workers in the County. There is no expense to the County, Work One covers their pay, workers comp, and all liability. Workers are ages 16 to 21 and the pay would be $8.00 to $10.00 per hour. Eric will review the contract and discuss with Commissioners.

 IN THE MATTER OF FEDERAL EQUITABLE SHARES
Josh Clarke discussed the Federal Equitable Shares and he needs approval from the Commissioners. The application now requires an electronic signature. If approved Josh will email the agreement.
Motion to approve Federal Equitable Shares agreement was made by Tony Fenwick and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF ADVISORY COMMITTEE FOR CENTRALIZED 911 PROGRAM WITH CLAY COUNTY AND BRAZIL CITY

Sheriff Paul Harden gave an update on the Committee and their findings. The goal would be to meet with both attorneys and come up with an agreement by July 1st to enable the County to include any changes to their 2016 budget. Both the County and the City would like to implement this program on January 1, 2016. Paul also mentioned the possibility of a new CAD system. This program is about half the cost of the previous one the County had looked at. Brazil City already has this system in place and that could save the County several thousand dollars.  
IN THE MATTER OF BIDS FOR TANDEM TRUCKS

The bids were opened and read aloud by Eric Somheil and are available for public inspection in the Auditor’s office.

IN THE MATTER OF RESOLUTION 2015-4 COMMISSIONERS TAX SALE
Jennifer Flater presented Resolution 2015-4 establishing the intent to conduct a Commissioner’s sale to sell tax sale certificates for properties that are severely delinquent in payment of property taxes.

RESOLUTION 2015-4
A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING THE INTENT TO CONDUCT A COMMISSIONER’S SALE TO SELL TAX SALE CERTIFICATES FOR PROPERTIES THAT ARE SEVERELY DELINQUENT IN PAYMENT OF PROPERTY TAXES.

WHEREAS, there are several properties in Clay County that are severely delinquent in the payment of property taxes, having been offered for tax sales and which received no bids equal to or in excess of minimum sale price.  The parcel numbers of those properties being attached to this resolution as “Exhibit A”, and 

WHEREAS, there is an assessed value associated with these properties for taxation purposes, but not taxes are being collected, therefore causing a lower than expected tax distribution to those taxing units and taxing districts with which the properties are located, and

WHEREAS, the Clay County Commissioners desire to have these properties back on the tax rolls with taxes being collected, and

WHEREAS, Indiana Statute, IC 6-1.1-24-6 through IC 6-1.1-24-6.4 allows for the County Commissioners to acquire a lien on those delinquent properties and receive issuance of the tax sale certificates for those properties, without taking title to the properties, therefore limiting the liability and cost normally associated with taking title.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Clay County Board of Commissioners that the County Executive shall acquire liens and receive tax sale certificates of the properties listed on “Exhibit A” that are severely delinquent and sell said certificates at a properly advertised Commissioner Tax Certificate Sale.
