The March 23, 2015, special meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by President Tony Fenwick at 10:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Tony Fenwick and Bryan Allender.  Also Jennifer M Flater, Auditor of Clay County, who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF EMPG GRANT 

Bryan Husband explained the EMPG Grant and stated he needed the Commissioner’s signature on the grant application. The grant matches half of his salary and benefits.

Motion to approve EMPG Grant was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF DCP ACTIVE SHOOTER CONTRACT
Bryan Husband presented the contract for the DCP Active Shooter seminar. Bryan explained the need for having a training session with Lt Col. Dave Grossman. The cost of the seminar will be $6,500.00 and there is grant money to cover the expenses. Seminar will be held at McCormick’s Creek on Friday June 5th.  

A motion to approve the DCP Active Shooter Contract was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF EASYWATER PROPOSAL
Dean Freiji with Easywater presented a proposal for the Justice Center. This would be a no salt conditioner. Dean explained the other options that would benefit the Justice Center. The most beneficial aspect would be the increase of life of the equipment. The total cost would be $18,820.00 and would require Clay County to purchase filters every year with an estimated cost of $1,000.00 to $1,500.00. No decision was made on the purchase of the system.

IN THE MATTER OF BIDS FOR TANDEM TRUCKS

Tony Fenwick stated the County had received three bids for Tandem Trucks. The lowest bid, which included the trade-in of two trucks was from Kenworth. Tony has checked with five of our local banks on a one year loan. Terre Haute Savings Bank had the lowest interest rate at 1.85%. The Commissioners stated they would pay for one truck in full and finance the second truck.

Motion to purchase two trucks from Kenworth at a price of $216,204.00 was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Also a part of the motion was that the County would pay for one truck in full from the 2015 equipment line item and finance the second truck in the amount of $108,102.00 for one year at an interest rate of 1.85% from the THSB. Motion carried 3 ayes. 

IN THE MATTER OF QUOTES FOR BLADES AND SNOW PLOW

Tony stated we had received three quotes for Blades and Snow Plows. The first one is from Rahn Equipment Company for Snow Plow Hitch, Snow Plow, and Stainless Steel Spreader $33,069.00. The second was from Peterbilt for $32,105.00. The third was from Freightliner for $29,279.00 (this one did not meet our specs). Brad explained why he would prefer using Rahn since they are installing the truck bed and liner. Therefore all parts are on the same hydraulic system and would work better together. This was discussed and no decision was made.
IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF SPECS FOR ROAD GRADER
Brad Stultz will send out quotes for Road Grader. The quotes will be due to the Auditor’s Office by Monday April 6th at 8:55am.
Motion to approve the 2 page document on Road Grader quotes to be returned by Monday April 6th at 8:55am to the Auditor’s Office was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Tony Fenwick. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF WORK ONE-WORK EXPERIENCE

Shella Hess, with Work One, made a presentation at the March 2nd meeting and discussed the contract with Clay County to place workers in the County. There is no expense to the County. Work One covers their pay, workers comp, and all liability. Tony Fenwick will be the Clay County contact. 

A motion to accept the Work Experience Limited Internship Contract with Vincennes University was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Tony Fenwick.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business pertaining to this special meeting, a motion to adjourn was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Tony Fenwick.  Motion carried 3-0.
