IN THE MATTER OF CAD SYSTEM

Sheriff Paul Harden gave an update on the possibility of a new CAD system for the Justice Center. The company will be here tomorrow to give a presentation. This system will be more efficient and we will have one program thru out the building instead of the four we currently have. Sheriff Harden will keep Commissioners updated on the system.
IN THE MATTER OF MICRO VOTE

Jason Jacobs gave an update on the micro vote upgrade. The current system is 10 years old. The County will be getting 72 new machines for next year’s primary election.  Micro Vote has agreed to perform the service at a significantly reduced price of $40,000.00. Jason stated we have the money in our election fund.

IN THE MATTER OF PVR LIMITED

Dan Parr with PVR Limited made a presentation on dust control for gravel roads as well as a top coat to fill in cracks in chip n seal roads. The cost is approximately $18.00 per gallon or around $1,000.00 per 55 gallon drum. Commissioners said they would discuss it and let Dan know if they are interested.

IN THE MATTER OF CLARK DIETZ
Kevin Loiselle explained the changes in bridge inspections. Clay County has 25 bridges that will now need to be inspected every year. INDOT will pay 80% and Clay County 20%. The total cost for 2015 is $5,760.00 and $6,100.00 for 2017. Clay County will pay 20% of the total cost for each year.
Motion to approve Supplemental Agreement #1 with Clark Dietz was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Tony Fenwick. Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF HEALTH INSURANCE RENEWAL

Cathy Dunn with Dunn & Associates presented the renewal quotes for July 1st, 2015 thru June 30th, 2016. Cathy presented 9 items to be addressed for renewal. The best quote was from Elite which is the provider for Clay County’s plan. Cathy suggested the County stay with a $50,000.00 12/12 plan the one exception is a laser for a certain employee for $350,000.00. Elite has given us a firm quote for renewal as long as we accept today. 
Paul has reservations about charging separate fees for dental and vision. There was much discussion on how much to charge employees as well as to separate dental and vision from plan. The charge of $12.00 per pay check for county employees will remain the same because of the new additional charges for the separated dental and vision plans.
Motion to approve Elite 50,000.00 12/12 plan was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Tony Fenwick. Motion carried 3 ayes.

Motion to approve recommendation number 1 Update Working Spouse Rule definition was made by Tony Fenwick and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Motion to approve recommendation number 2 Accept KPP proposal for Pharmacy Benefit Manager Services was made by Tony Fenwick and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Motion to approve recommendation number 3 separate charges for dental and vision from the health plan, number 4 to approve a 5% increase for employee monthly premiums to $680.00, dependents to $290.00, spouse to $572.00, and family to $1,479.00 per month, number 5 to approve rates 5% for each plan which will be $134.09 for dependents, $264.52 for spouses, and $683.00 for families—these are the rates to be charged per pay check was made by Tony Fenwick and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Motion to approve recommendation #3 effective January 1, 2016, #4 & #5 effective July 1, 2015 and approve # 6 Plan A (deductible increase to $750.00) effective January 1, 2016 was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Motion to approve recommendation #7 implementing a wellness program starting January 1, 2016 was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Motion to approve recommendation #9 updating the PPO section of the SPD was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF WIC GRANT RENEWAL

Elizabeth Wheby with WIC presented the 2016 grant application to the Commissioners for approval.

Motion to approve WIC grant was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3 ayes.
