IN THE MATTER OF HEALTH DEPARTMENT GRANT RENEWALS
Kim Hyatt presented three grants for renewal for the Health Department. Kim notified the Commissioners Regina Yoder would be reducing her number of hours per week to one day. Kim also stated the copier at the Health Department is in need of several repairs and she has spoken with Tom at Indiana Business Equipment on the possibility of a contract. Kim will have Tom send contract to Eric for his approval.

WHEREAS the petition was set for hearing on Monday, July 6, 2015 at 9:00 A.M. before the Board of Commissioners of the County of Clay after notice by publication was given as required by law in Indiana Code Chapter 5-3-1, and


WHEREAS the petition was found to be in due form and content and that the closing and vacating of the alley would in no way be adverse to the best interests of Clay County, Indiana or to any other person, the Board of Commissioners of the County of Clay now finds that the petition should be granted.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF CLAY as follows:

SECTION ONE

Vacating of Alley


The following described unused alley located in the Town of Coalmont in Lewis Township, Clay County, Indiana:

All that part of a 10’ north and south alley as the same abuts Lots 7, 8, 14 and 15 in Coulson’s Survey to the Town of Coalmont dated September 29, 1903 and recorded in Plat Book 3, page 92.

SECTION TWO

Repeal of Conflicting Ordinances


All ordinances or any parts thereof previously enacted which are in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION THREE

Effect of Ordinance
