The August 12, 2015, special meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by President Tony Fenwick at 10:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Tony Fenwick, Paul Sinders, and Bryan Allender. Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Jennifer M Flater, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:
IN THE MATTER OF COMMUNITY CORRECTION BIDS 
Eric Somheil opened three bids 1. MSI Construction Inc. for $493,000.00, 2. Emmert Group LLC for $326,025.00 without basement and $399,927 with a basement, and 3. Graves Plumbing Company for $632,632 without a basement and $777,777.00 with a basement. The Commissioners will take bids under advisement and make a decision at the September 8, 2015 Commissioner meeting.
IN THE MATTER OF RECORDING SERVICE AGREEMENT CONTRACT
Judge Trout presented a 1 year recording service contract. Judge Trout stated there is enough money in the budget to cover the cost of contract. Judge Trout will be requesting enough money in the 2016 budget to cover the expenses for a three year contract which will save the County money.
Motion to approve IDHS Radio Grant was made by Tony Fenwick and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF HOUSE ENROLLMENT ACT 1269

Paul Harden explained that House Act 1269 is an amendment to Indiana Code pertaining to mental health and is to take effect September 1, 2015. Unfortunately most of our inmates do not have any type of health care. While they are in custody the County has to pay for the inmates medical expenses. The jail currently has a contract with Quality Correctional Care and they are willing to assist in the signing up of our inmates. Repeat offenders will be reactivated and do not have to go thru the process of signing up again. There will be a meeting for Sheriff’s Departments on August 18th to learn more about the new law. There will be several Clay County Justice Center employees attending this meeting. Paul stated he will keep the Commissioners updated as new information is available.
IN THE MATTER OF PURCHASE OF JAIL VEHICLE
Paul Harden presented a vehicle order confirmation for a new ICE inmate van. The van will cost $28,728.00 and the money is already budgeted for the purchase. Paul explained we will trade in a Chevy Mini Van. This will give the County three ICE vans and one van for local offender’s transport.
Motion to approve vehicle order as presented was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Tony Fenwick. Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF INTERACT CONTRACT

Paul Harden presented the InterAct contract for approval. The Commissioner’s and County Council both approved the quote from InterAct at the August 3rd meetings. Eric mentioned he left a message for InterAct with a change that needed to be made prior to the Commissioner’s signing the contract. Tony stated he would like to see the dollar amount in the contract also. Jennifer Flater stated the additional had been sent to DLGF and has not yet received the approval letter. Jennifer will send out an email as soon as the letter arrives. Commissioners will sign at the September 8th meeting when the corrections have been made to the contract. 
IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY ROAD 100 E BRIDGE

Eric opened three quotes 1. Conner Excavating Inc. for $60,040.00, 2. Keith E Henderson LLC for $56,800.00, and 3. Lentz Paving LLC declined quoting on this project.

Motion to approve Keith E Henderson LLC quote was made by Tony Fenwick and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF QUOTES FOR BLACK TOPPING
Eric opened two quotes from Dave O’Mara Contractor Inc. District 1 paving Item #1 County Line Road $44,190.00, Item #2 Lena Road $119,140.00, District 2 paving and patching Item #1 County Road 200 E $69,080.00, Item #2 Murphy Road $35,145.00. Eric opened two quotes from Wabash Valley Asphalt Co LLC County Road 800 N $14,657.00, HMA Wedges $31,782.00, and Harmony Road $89,524.00, HMA Wedges $69,304.00, Lena Road $159,185.00, and County Road 1450 N $71,288.00. It was decided to make a motion on two items and will take the other quotes under advisement for September 8th meeting.
