WHEREAS on July 13, 2015 a petition pursuant to Indiana Code Section 36-7-3-12 to vacate a part of a street located in the Town of Coalmont in Lewis Township, Clay County, Indiana was duly filed with the Secretary of the Board of Commissioners of the County of Clay, and


WHEREAS the petition was set for hearing on Monday, August 3, 2015 at 9:00 A.M. before the Board of Commissioners of the County of Clay after notice by publication was given as required by law in Indiana Code Chapter 5-3-1, and


WHEREAS the petition was found to be in due form and content and that the closing and vacating of the street would in no way be adverse to the best interests of Clay County, Indiana or to any other person, the Board of Commissioners of the County of Clay now finds that the petition should be granted.

SECTION ONE

Vacating of Street

IN THE MATTER OF AT&T CELL PHONE CONTRACT

Jennifer Flater stated AT&T will be discontinuing their 2G mobile data contracts. This change will take effect December 31, 2016. Clay County currently has five phones on our contract and there is no data on them so we could continue with our current plan without any problems. If we choose to dissolve the plan and reimburse the employees with a monthly per diem it could save the County $20.00 to $30.00 per month. Today is informational only and something we need to consider in the future. 
IN THE MATTER OF INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT WITH BRAZIL CITY

Paul Harden discussed the Interlocal Agreement with Brazil City. Brazil City will contribute $110,000.00 per year to help offset the additional cost. Sheriff Harden stated the interlocal agreement is for three years.

Motion to accept the interlocal agreement with Brazil City was made by Tony Fenwick and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF CAD SYSTEM

Sheriff Paul Harden said he received a quote from InterAct for $289,063.10. This system will be more efficient and we will have one program thru out the building. The hope is to have the new system in place before the end of the year so our Dispatchers can be trained and ready on January 1st when we will have the interlocal dispatch center with Brazil City set up.

IN THE MATTER OF QUOTES FOR ROADWORK

Eric opened two quotes from Wabash Valley Asphalt and Dave O’Mara Contractor Inc. Both companies had multiple road quotes on their form. The request was for each road to have its own quote. Will request quotes again with specifications for one road on the form. 
IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY ROADS
Lestor McVicar said his complaint is about County road 1300 S. The road has huge pot holes and he has not seen any work being done. Mr. McVicar also stated he has seen work done around his road. Paul Sinders stated he has been on the road and the Highway has had workers out and hopefully will get to County Road 1300 S later this week. 
.Ron Scherb complimented the Highway on doing a good job. Mr. Scherb wanted to make the Commissioners aware of an issue on County Road 200 W between County Road 600 N and 700 N. Gravel has been put on top of chip and seal. Mr. Scherb said it is like walking on marbles. Two vehicles have hit pot holes and ran off the road due to the gravel. Commissioners said they will look into this issue and see what can be done.

 IN THE MATTER OF OTHER COUNTY BUSINESS

Tom Reberger with Clay Community Parks Association and Robert Hostetler presented a Memorandum of Agreement to the Commissioners for the Bowling Green Bridge. Mr. Hostetler stated Wednesday August 5, 2015 is drop dead date. If no agreement is made the Bridge will go to Brown County. Paul Sinders asked if the State will bring the Bridge up to code for a walking Bridge. Mr. Hostetler stated the State will bring up to code. Tony Fenwick stated he has no problem with the Bridge but, does not want the County to have the liability. Much discussion on how is the best way to proceed. Some changes were made to the contract to meet the Commissioner’s request. Eric has read the amended contract and stated he is ok with the changes. Paul stated some people want the Bridge to stay and some would like for it to go to Brown County. Paul said he is ok with the Bridge staying in Clay County with this agreement because no County money will be spent on the Bowling Green Bridge. Tony stated to Eric that this Parks Association is only on paper and if they dissolve the Corporation the County will be liable for the Bridge. Eric stated yes the Parks Association is only on paper and if it dissolves the County would be liable.

Motion to accept Memorandum of Agreement was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion passed 2-1.
