The September 8, 2015, regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by Vice President Paul Sinders at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders and Bryan Allender.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive. Jennifer M Flater made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Bryan Allender led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Paul Sinders. 

A motion to approve the August 3, 2015, regular meeting minutes and August 12, 2015 special meeting minutes was made by Bryan Allender, seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 2 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF AUDITOR COPIER LEASE
Jonathan Thacker with IBE presented a lease agreement for the Auditor’s Office. This will be an upgrade for the Auditor’s Office with the new monthly total of $172.51. 
Motion to approve copier lease agreement as presented for the Auditor’s Office was made by Bryan Allender, seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 2 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF CLAY COUNTY COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS GRANT

Mary Brown explained the State is offering new monies to Community Correction Departments. This is a competitive grant and the funds will be available November 1, 2015 thru June 30, 2016. Clay County is requesting $71,573.00. If approved the money will be on the normal grant cycle of July 1st thru June 30th.

Motion to approve the Clay County Community Corrections grant was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 2 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF BIDS FOR COMMUNITY CORRECTION BUILDING
Paul stated what the Community Corrections Board were wanting in a new facility. The lowest bid received for the new building plus basement was for a total of $399,927.00. Paul explained it would not be financially responsible to spend an additional $73,000 for a basement. Mary said the Community Corrections Board had approved $130,000.00 to go towards the new facility. This would mean the County would pay $196,025.00
Motion to accept and approve the bid from Emmert Group for $326,025.00 to build the new Community Correction building on the old jail site was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 2 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF INTERACT CONTRACT
Eric Somheil stated the changes that were requested to the InterAct contract have been made and the contract is ready to be signed.  
Motion to accept the InterAct contract as revised was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 2 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF QUOTES FOR TRUCK
Eric opened a quote from Don Hinds Ford Inc. from Fishers Indiana for $40,959.84. The Commissioners will take the quote under advisement.
IN THE MATTER OF QUOTES FOR HIGHWAY FENCE
Eric opened three quotes. The County Highway had sent out five requests. 1. Quality Fence was for $43,962.00, 2. TJ Fencing for $34,112.00, 3. Double B Fence for $35,150.00. The Commissioners will take the quotes under advisement to assure all specs have been met.
IN THE MATTER OF QUOTES FOR SALT

Eric opened three quotes: 1. Indiana Salt Supply Bulk Road Salt 100 tons $103.50, Bulk Rock Salt 200 tons $102.00, and 300 tons $100.50 delivered, 2. Compass cannot submit a bid at this time, 3. Morton Salt no bid at this time. 
IN THE MATTER OF FIRE DISTRICT FOR LEWIS TOWNSHIP APPOINTEE

Bryan Husband announced that Cyndi Husband had resigned from the Lewis Township Fire District Board. The Fire District Board is recommending Carolyn Mullens to replace Cyndi. Carolyn’s term will expire on December 31, 2017. 

Motion to appoint Carolyn Mullens to the Fire District for Lewis Township was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 2 ayes. 
 IN THE MATTER OF OTHER COUNTY BUSINESS

Bryan Husband asked if either Commissioner would like to be on the Mitigation Plan Committee as Tony was the Commissioner who volunteered. Bryan Allender stated he would serve.
Josh Clarke presented an ordinance for off road vehicles usage. The County currently has a ordinance for ATV’s, however; it does not address UTV’s. This ordinance would require residents to not only register with the State but also with the County with a fee of $30.00 and present proof of insurance. The Commissioners will take the proposed ordinance under advisement.
