A motion to approve the October 3, 2016, regular minutes and October 24, 2016, special minutes was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF POSEY TOWNSHIP FIRE DISTRICT 
Terry Modesitt, attorney for Posey Township Fire District presented the proposed Fire District information to the Commissioners. Jennifer Flater, Auditor confirmed the required signatures had been presented to the Auditor’s Office and Posey Township met the minimum requirements. Mr. Modesitt stated the next step will be a public hearing at the December 5, 2016 Commissioner’s meeting. Paul Sinders asked to have the trustee’s term expiration dates to be December 31st of the year to be consistent with the other appointments the Commissioner’s appoint. ORDINANCE No.  2016-4

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A SPEED LIMIT ON COUNTY ROAD 300 NORTH IN CLAY COUNTY, INDIANA

WHEREAS I.C. 8-17-1-40 authorizes the county legislative body to adopt ordinances regulating traffic on any highway in the county highway system subject to I.C. 9-21.
WHEREAS I.C. 9-21-1-3(a)(11) provides that a local authority, with respect to private roads and highways under the authority’s jurisdiction, and within the reasonable exercise of the police power, may alter the prima facie speed limits authorized under I.C. 9-21-5.
WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of I.C. 9-21-5-6 on the basis of a traffic investigation and informal engineering study, the Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana has determined that the reasonable and safe maximum limit on County Road 300 North, between County Road 200 East and State Highway 59 should be reduced from the prima facie speed limit authorized under I.C. 9-21-5 to 45 miles per hour.  
NOW THEREFORE, be it ordained, that the Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana hereby sets the maximum speed limit for County Road 300 North, between County Road 200 East and State Highway 59 in Clay County, Indiana to 45 miles per hour.  The Clay County Highway Superintendent shall be authorized to post and maintain speed limit signs in accordance with the provisions of this Ordinance.

A person who violates this Ordinance commits a Class C infraction.

This Ordinance shall be effective upon publication and when the speed limit signs giving notice of the speed limit as established by this ordinance are posted.  This Ordinance supercedes any prior Ordinance contrary hereto.

Currently Clay County does not have the capability to mass produce their documents. The Commissioners will take action at the December 5th meeting.
Bryan Husband requested to be the District Plan Council Fiscal agent for District 7. There is an annual training exercise for the fall of 2017. 
Motion to approve Bryan Husband as the Fiscal agent for District 7 for the training exercise was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

Beth Payne thanked the Commissioners for lowering the speed limit on County Road 300 N and asked when the new signs would be installed.
