BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF CLAY COUNTY, INDIANA
AN ORDINANCE REQUIRING THE RECORDER OF CLAY COUNTY, INDIANA
TO WATERMARK BULK FORM
WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana (“Clay County”) has the responsibility of and jurisdiction over the maintenance of certain public records; and
WHEREAS, documents recorded with the Recorder of Clay County, Indiana (“Recorder”) are part of said public records; and
WHEREAS, Indiana Code 36-1-3 (“Home Rule”) grants Clay County the authority necessary or desirable in the conduct of its affairs, even though not granted by statue; and
WHEREAS, Indiana Code 36-2-7-10.1(k) prohibits bulk users from reselling bulk form; and
WHEREAS, Clay County now finds it is in its best interest to exercise its authority and require bulk form to contain a watermark explicitly prohibiting its resale.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the Board of Commissioners of Clay County, Indiana the following:
1. The Recorder shall watermark all bulk form with the following: “Not for resale per I.C. 36-2-7-10.1(k).” The aforementioned language is the minimum the watermark must contain.

Roy Smith, Center Point Town Board Member, wanted to thank the Commissioners for the interlocal agreement. Roy also stated there was some confusion with the lady that was here last month discussing the Knox property. The Commissioners are aware of the situation.
