Paul Harden led the Pledge to the Flag, followed with prayer by Paul Sinders. 

A motion to approve the January 4, 2016, minutes was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF VOTING MACHINE ANNUAL MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT

Jason Jacobs presented the 2016 infinity voting system annual maintenance agreement with Microvote. Jason stated the annual fee has decreased from $13,200.00 to $12,000.00.  

Motion to approve the 2016 infinity voting system annual maintenance agreement was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF 2016 COMMISSIONERS APPOINTMENTS 

Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint Bill Sisson to a two year term as the private sector representative for the West Central Indiana Economic Development District for 2016 and 2017 and was seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3 ayes.

Jim Bowman made a motion to appoint Albert Waters to the Clay Community Corrections Board for 2016 to complete Joyce Vinson’s term and was seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF VAN BUREN TOWNSHIP FIRE DISTRCIT APPOINTMENTS

Paul has spoken with Tod Haring and Van Buren would like to appoint Andrea Williams to complete Staci Dickson’s 2016 term and between Ken Pell to replace Chuck Neese, who has moved out of the State, for a four year term 2016 thru 2019. 

Motion to appoint Andrea Williams for 2016 and Ken Pell for 2016 thru 2019 term to the Van Buren Township Fire District was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF SUPERIOR COURT RECORDING SYSTEM CONTRACT

Lisa Metz presented the Word Systems three year contract. The recording system was installed April 30, 2015 and they love it. The three year contract is for $4,175.88 and the money has been appropriated in the 2016 budget.

Motion to approve the Word Systems 3 year contract was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF QUOTE SPECS FOR BRIDGE #50

Bryan Allender stated Clay County Bridge #50 is located south of Airport Road on County Road 300 W. The bridge is listed as the most critical bridge on Bryan’s list. Eric has reviewed the Bridge specs and stated they were fine.

Motion to approve the specs as presented for Clay County Bridge #50 was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF EMA GRANT

Bryan Husband requested a Races Winlink grant in the amount of $1,669.22 for amateur radios. These radios will give the capability of sending emails over the radio in case of a disaster. This is a no match grant. The original grant was started in 2014 and the money has to be spent by 2017. 
Motion to approve Races Winlink grant for $1,669.22 was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF NEW JAIL VEHICLE FOR SHERIFF

Paul Harden explained currently there are three jail vehicles that all have over 100,000 miles. The money is in the 2016 Jail budget for purchase of new van. Martin County has shown interest in the van that will be traded in for the new purchase.

Motion to approve purchase of new Jail van from 2016 Jail budget was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF CLAY COUNTY HUMANE SOCIETY CONTRACT

Paul stated after several meetings a new Clay County Humane Society Contract has been reached. There was some changes in wording of the contract and now a quarterly meeting will be held with a Commissioner, Sheriff, and a representative from the Humane Society to discuss any concerns with the contract. Janice Clark, with Humane Society, stated she felt it was a good contract and really appreciates the County helps. The contract is in the amount of $26,000.00.
Motion to approve Clay County Humane Society Contract was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER COUNTY BUSINESS
Paul stated there are three claims that need to be approved. The County Highway has purchased two new trailers from Detro Trailers LLC and will require a check to the BMV also. The third is for the Word System contract that was approved today.
Motion to pay Detro Trailers LLC and BMV claims was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3 ayes.

Motion to pay Word System Inc. claim was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3 ayes.

Greg Mogan discussed his concerns about Cypress Gardens Solar Plant in front of his properties. Greg stated no one knew this company was going to put in a solar farm. Greg has spoken with David Bungee with Cypress Gardens and has been lied to. This company is of no benefit to Clay County as they are based out of California. Greg is asking the Commissioner’s to consider zoning in Clay County to prevent another company from doing something similar in the future.
