The State is pushing for Probation to work with and collaborate with Community Corrections. Mary Brown stated there is sufficient room for Adult Probation to move into the Community Corrections building. Judge Trout stated this is exactly what we need to do.

Motion to move Adult Probation to the new Community Corrections Building was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF RELOCATING CASA 

Shannon Willmore with CASA requested to move to the old Community Corrections office. Shannon said she started in 2011 and had approximately 12 kids and now Clay County has over 100 kids in the program. In January we hired a part time CASA director and recently have applied for a new grant that would allow for a second part time person to help with the case load. 
One of the biggest concerns at the present location is lack of confidentiality. Currently there is no door on the office that CASA is in and the Juvenile probation can hear everything going on. Judge Trout said the CASA program works directly out of Circuit Court and this would be a wonderful benefit to the CASA program to have a larger office. 
Motion to move CASA to the old Community Corrections Office was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3 ayes.
