The May 2, 2016, regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by President Paul Sinders at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Jim Bowman, and Bryan Allender.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive. Jennifer M Flater made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Bryan Allender led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Jim Bowman. 

A motion to approve the April 4, 2016, regular minutes, April 19, 2016 special minutes, and the April 26, 2016, special minutes was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF X-SOFT CONTRACT
Jill Bennett requested to change from the current software provider to X-Soft software. Ed Koerner with X-Soft was present to answer any questions the Commissioners had. The contract is for 4 years starting July 1, 2016 and no payment is due until January 2017. Currently X-Soft is providing service to 50 Counties.
Motion to approve the X-Soft Contract was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF UNOFFICIAL DETOUR REIMBURSEMENT CONTRACT
Paul said this is the reimbursement for State Road 340 from 2014 in the amount of $727.61.
Motion to approve Unofficial Detour Reimbursement Contract was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF WIC GRANT RENEWAL
Elizabeth Wheby requested the Fiscal Year 2017 WIC Grant renewal. This is a no match grant with two parts WIC and Breast Feeding Peer Counseling. The new grant would start October 1, 2017 and go thru September 30, 2017.
Motion to approve the Fiscal Year 2017 WIC Grant was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF SRI TAX SALE CONTRACT

Jennifer Flater presented the 2016 SRI Tax Sale Contract and stated the only change is the per parcel fee increase from $70.00 to $75.00. Paul asked if the date could be changed to sometime October. Jennifer will check on this. 

Motion to approve SRI Tax Sale Contract was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3 ayes. 
IN THE MATTER OF QUOTES FOR 2016 TANDEM TRUCK
Paul stated quotes were opened at the April 26th special meeting. Commissioners consider the purchase of new equipment very seriously and want to take an efficient amount of time to go over the quotes to make sure comparing apples to apples. The Commissioners will take quotes under advisement and address at the next meeting. 
IN THE MATTER OF MATERIALITY PLAN

Eric presented Resolution 4-2016 Materiality Plan. Jennifer Flater requested to move this to the June 6th agenda so more information on what the State is requiring can be determined. There is also the need for an Ordinance pertaining to Internal Controls. Some Counties have indicated putting these two items into one document. This will be addressed at the Auditor’s Spring Conference. Jennifer stated she will forward the information to Eric as soon as it is available.
IN THE MATTER OF GREAT LAKES CHLORIDE PRESENTATION

Joel Snyder and Shelby Nicol, with Great Lakes Chloride, made a presentation on the 50/50 program. This is a great for dust control as well as an opportunity for the County to help residents with dust issues. The County will pay 50% of cost for a minimum of 300 feet and a maximum of 400 feet. Anything over 400 feet the resident will be responsible for. The total cost per 100 feet to the property owner is $48.00. Great Lakes will bill the property owner directly. 

Motion to approve the Great Lakes Chloride 50/50 dust control project was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF ADULT PROBATION HOURS
Kelsey Stearley requested to have the Adult Probation hours changed to the same as Community Corrections. It just makes sense to have both departments on the same schedule. Kelsey stated both Judges are fine with this change. The new hours will be Monday thru Wednesday 8:00am to 4:00pm, Thursday 8:00am to 7:00pm, and Friday 8:00am to 12:00pm.

Motion to approve the request to change Adult Probation hours was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3 ayes.
IN THE MATTER OF OTHER COUNTY BUSINESS
Jennifer Flater presented a claim for Canada Collision Center in the amount of $9,208.30. Sheriff Harden said that two vehicles were damaged during a high speed chase. Coughanowr Insurance had brought in two checks minus the deductible which the Sheriff is covering until final verdict. If the other person is found liable, the deductible will be returned to Clay County. 
Motion to pay claim to Canada Collision Center was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3 ayes.

Pat Wilkinson discussed her residence at County Road 200 N and the dust level since the Highway Department put rock on top of the chip-n-seal. Brad Stultz with the Highway explained it is very difficult to make the decision to put rock on the roads. The insurance company notifies Brad when someone calls in with damage to a vehicle because of a pothole. After so many calls the Highway cannot keep up on filling in holes and has to put rock down.

Paul Reberger had a complaint about the first house East of Great Dane and the amount of junk vehicles and trash on property.

Robert Pierce and Milt Reffetie were here to discuss the poor conditions around the Turner area. There are at least 4 houses with raw sewage visible. The Commissioners will have the Health Department look into it. If nothing is done the Commissioner’s requested the taxpayers to let a Commissioner know.

There being no further business, a motion to adjourn was made by Jim Bowman, and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
