IN THE MATTER OF CLAIMS

Jill Bennett explained the need to cancel the current Manatron/Proval contract with the Assessor’s Office. The Assessor’s Office will be switching software companies in August to X-Soft.

Motion to approve Manatron/Proval cancellation request was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF DUNN & ASSOCIATES HEALTH INSURANCE

Cathy Dunn and Jennie Blystone with Dunn & Associates presented information for the July 2016 renewal. Cathy stated a positive for this year is no changes for the ACA reporting and Clay County is compliant with all requirements. After much discussion it was decided the best option for Clay County is to renew with Great Midwest with a 12/12 $50,000.00 with a maximum fixed cost and attachment point of $1,158,661.00. 
Motion to approve Great Midwest 50,000.00 12/12 plan was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

Motion to approve Administrative Fee Schedule effective July 1, 2016 thru June 30, 2017 was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0.

Motion to increase ER visit to $175.00 with 80/20 basis after deductible effective July 1, 2016 thru June 30, 2017 was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0.

Motion to increase employee contribution to $15.00 per paycheck effective January 1, 2017 was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.

Motion to increase Dental/Vision to $3.50 per pay for employee, $7.00 per pay for employee with spouse or children, and $10.50 per pay for employee plus family was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.

Motion to increase Traditional Insurance plan by 3.5% and the High Deductible Plan by 1.5% effective January 1, 2017 was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Motion to approve monthly premiums for employee to $732.00 (employee per paycheck is $15.00 County will pay $323.12 per paycheck) dependents to $300.00 (employee per paycheck $138.78), spouse to $593.00 (employee per paycheck $273.78), and family to $1,531.00 (employee per paycheck $706.91) per month. Although this was not part of the motion the High Deductible plan will be as follows: monthly for employee $721.17 (employee per paycheck $10.00 County will pay $322.85 per paycheck) dependents to $250.71 (employee per paycheck $115.71), spouse to $494.83 (employee per paycheck $228.38), and family to $950.00 (employee per paycheck $438.48) per month, was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.

There being no further business pertaining to this special meeting, a motion to adjourn was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.
