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COUNTY OF CLAY)

The September 6, 2016, regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by President Paul Sinders at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Jim Bowman, and Bryan Allender.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive. Jennifer M Flater made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Bryan Allender led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Jim Bowman. 

A motion to approve the August 1, 2016, regular minutes was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF PDF TAX ABATEMENT

Lou Britton presented Abatement Calculation Agreement for PDF Personal Property Tax Abatement for approval. Lou stated the purchase is for $762,000.00 in new equipment and PDF would hire 4 new employees. The Council approved first reading at the August 1st meeting and would have final passage at tonight’s meeting.
Motion to approve Abatement Calculation Agreement for PDF Personal Property Tax Abatement was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF HEALTH DEPARTMENT GRANTS

Kim Hyatt requested the LHD Trust Grant and Health Maintenance Grant be renewed. The grants run from January 1, 2017 thru December 31, 2017. Both grants are no match for the County. The LHD is for $$18,626.30 and Health Maintenance is for $33,139.00.

Motion to approve LHD Trust and Health Maintenance Grants was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF NON VACATED ROAD CONCERN

Shane Husband discussed property he owns in Lewis Township that has no roadway. The plat books show a County Road that has never been developed. Shane is asking what steps to take to vacate road. Eric stated he needs to have an attorney help him prepare documents and get land owners approval. Then the documents would be presented to Commissioners.
IN THE MATTER OF CLAIMS 
Jennifer Flater presented three claims to be approved by the Commissioners. The first one is for training for E-911 Dispatchers and the other two are for Hotel cost for AIC Conference. No taxes will be charged by the hotel if a county check is presented. 
Motion to approve the claims was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3 ayes. 

IN THE MATTER OF RESOLUTION 2016-10
Eric Somheil presented Resolution 2016-10 an Interlocal Agreement with Clay County Commissioners and the Town of CenterPoint. Eric stated this is for chip & seal work to Main Street and patchwork on South Street. Roy Smith with Town of CenterPoint said he has been working with Jim Bowman and Brad Stultz and appreciates their help with this matter
Motion to approve Resolution 2016-10 Interlocal Agreement with Clay County Commissioners and Town of CenterPoint was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried ayes. 
IN THE MATTER OF UMBAUGH CONTRACT
Jennifer Flater presented a contract from Umbaugh to assist with the Internal Controls now required by the State. The State has requested the Internal Controls be in place and all employees trained by December 31, 2016.
Motion to approve Umbaugh contract was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3 ayes.

IN THE MATTER OF OTHER COUNTY BUSINESS
Jim Coffenberry discussed EPA Grants. Currently several request have been denied if they were involved with a cluster of Counties. If individual Counties request money it increases the likelihood of getting approval for $200,000.00 to $300,000.00. There is no cost to the County to have the request made.
Motion to authorize Jim Coffenberry to proceed with application for Community Wide Assessment Program was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jim Bowman.  Motion carried 3 ayes.

Jim Coffenberry stated Compressed Natural Gas Company has requested a letter stating there is no zoning in Clay County as they are selling the property at I-70 and State Road 42. Eric will prepare a letter for Paul to sign.

Bryan Husband gave an update on the grants he is working on currently as well as the flooding in Brazil during the recent heavy rains.

Richard Payne had concerns with traffic on County Road 300 N near his residence and asked what the progress was on reducing the speed limit. Jim Bowman stated he has driven on the road and would be in favor of reducing the speed limit to 45mph. This would be on County Road 300 N from County Road 200 E to State Road 59. Eric will prepare an ordinance for the October meeting. 
Paul Reberger expressed concerns about a neighboring property that needs to be cleaned up. Bryan stated he had been by the property and the landowners have made some progress. Bryan will stop by again and speak with landowners. Paul also asked to consider reducing speed limit on County Road 1200 N between County Road 100 E and Murphy Road for Benwood Church as they have several camps and there is a lot of kids playing in the area.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business, a motion to adjourn was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes.
