INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT BETWEEN

THE CLAY COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

AND THE TOWN OF CENTER POINT, INDIANA
This agreement is made and entered into this 3rd day of January, 2017, by and between the Clay County Board of Commissioners, located at the Courthouse %Auditor 609 E. National Brazil, Indiana, 47834, with the approval of the Clay County Council, and the Town of Center Point, Indiana %Clerk/Treasurer P.O. Box 177 Center Point, Indiana 47840.

Whereas, the Clay County Board of Commissioners and the Town of Center Point, Indiana desire to enter into this Interlocal Agreement pursuant to I.C. 36-1-7, for the purpose of the Clay County Highway Department providing limited winter maintenance of roads 200 North, 200 East and Main Street, through the Corporate Limits of the Town of Center Point, Indiana; 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of mutual promises and covenants contained herein, the Clay County Board of Commissioners and the Town of Center Point, Indiana hereby enter into the following Interlocal Agreement:

I.  
Duration of the Agreement: This Agreement shall be for the year 2017 from January 1 through December 31, 2017.

II.  Purpose of Agreement: The Town of Center Point, Indiana needs to put in place a plan for such winter maintenance of roads 200 North, 200 East and Main Street, through the Corporate Limits of the Town of Center Point, Indiana and the Clay County Board of Commissioners, through the Clay County Highway Department is willing to assist as stated herein.

III. Services to be Provided: The Clay County Board of Commissioners, through the Clay County Highway Department, shall provide winter maintenance of roads 200 North and 200 East through the Corporate Limits of the Town of Center Point, Indiana, and also Main Street west of Harmony Road and through the business district of the Town of Center Point, Indiana, consisting of salt, sand, and/or snow removal of such roadways, to the same extent as to what the Clay County Highway Department provides for County Roads 200 North and 200 East outside the Corporate Limits of the Town of Center Point, Indiana. 

IV.
Limitations of Services.  The Clay County Board of Commissioners and/or Clay County Highway Department assumes no liability for the services provided, and the Town of Center Point, Indiana, agrees to hold the Clay County Board of Commissioners and/or Clay County Highway Department harmless as to any such road conditions resulting from the services of the Clay County Board of Commissioners and/or Clay County Highway Department, through the Town of Center Point, Indiana.   This is not an exclusive agreement and the Town of Center Point may contract for similar services from third parties, as the Town of Center Point, Indiana, deems appropriate, for supplemental services.

The Town of Center Point, Indiana assumes all responsibility, between the parties to this Interlocal Agreement, for the winter services of streets and roadways within the corporate limits of the Town of Center Point, Indiana other than 200 North and 200 East through the Corporate Limits of the Town of Center Point, Indiana.


V.
Cost of Services:  The Clay County Board of Commissioners on behalf of the Clay County Highway Department shall charge the Town of Center Point, Indiana the annual sum of Two Thousand Dollars ($2,000.00) for services under this Interlocal Agreement payable in January, 2017.  The Town of Center Point, Indiana assures the Clay County Board of Commissioners that the Town of Center Point, Indiana has appropriated the funds for services under this Interlocal Agreement. 

VI. 
Effective Date of Agreement: The parties acknowledge that the effective date of this Interlocal Agreement shall be pursuant to I.C. 36-1-7-10 which requires this Interlocal Agreement to be:

IN THE MATTER OF NEW JOB DESCRIPTIONS AT HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT

Paul explained both the secretaries had resigned from the Highway Department last year and the Commissioners felt this was a good time to redesign the jobs. There will be an Office Manager and a part time secretary. These job descriptions will be presented at the Council meeting tonight.

Motion to approve both job descriptions was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF LEASE AGREEMENT FOR CLAY COUNTY COMMUNITY CORRECTIONS
Paul explained the lease agreement with Community Corrections for an annual fee of $4,500.00 which will be $375.00 per month. Judge Trout agreed this was a community effort and it was always the intensions of having a lease to reimburse the County. 

Motion to approve the Lease Agreement with Clay County Community Corrections was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF LEASE AGREEMENT WITH CHOICES CONSULTING CENTER INC

Paul explained Choices Consulting Center INC would be a month by month basis. Choices would use the training room in the Community Corrections building and pay $125.00 per month.

Motion to approve Lease Agreement with Choices Consulting Center INC was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF OTHER COUNTY BUSINESS
Ryan Wallace with Wallace Bros Disposal requested a letter of recommendation to expand the current Wallace Bros facility. Wallace has property on the north and south side of County Road 850. Wallace has received letters from the Mayor of Brazil, Solid Waste District, and John Ford.

Motion to approve submitting a letter on behalf of Wallace Bros Disposal for their expansion was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

Jennifer Flater explained the two claims to be paid for $3,887.00. The bonds for all Elected Officials and the blanket bond for the County employees totals $3,587.00. Joel Reinoehl received a claim from the Marion County Coroner’s Office that was never received and was due in October for $300.00.
Motion to approve both claims was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.

There being no further business, a motion to adjourn was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.
