AN ORDINANCE VACATING STREETS AND ALLEYS IN

THE TOWN OF COALMONT, INDIANA


WHEREAS, on September 26, 2017 a petition pursuant to Indiana Code Section 36-7-3-12 to vacate streets and alleys in the Town of Coalmont, Clay County, Indiana was duly filed with the Secretary of the Board of Commissioners of the County of Clay, and


WHEREAS the petition was set for hearing on October 2, 2017 at 9:00 a.m. before the Board of Commissioners of the County of Clay, Indiana after notice by publication was given as required by law in Indiana Code Chapter 5-3-1, and 


WHEREAS the petition was found to be in due form and content and that the closing and vacating of the streets and alleys would in no way be adverse to the best interests of the County of Clay, State of Indiana or of any other person, the Board of Commissioners of the County of Clay now finds that the petition should be granted.


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF CLAY as follows:

SECTION ONE

Vacating of Streets and alleys


The following described streets and alleys located within the corporate boundaries of the Town of Coalmont, Clay County, Indiana, be and hereby are vacated as a public way:

A part of Center Street in Samuel Bonham Addition to the Town of Coalmont, said addition having been recorded on December 12, 1905 in Plat Book 3, page 129, more particularly described as follows: Beginning at the southeast corner of Lot 15 in said addition; thence south 50 feet to the northeast corner of Lot 16 in said addition; thence along the north lines of Lots 16, 23 and 54 in said addition west 482 feet to the northwest corner of Lot 54 in said addition and being a point on the east side of Prospect Street; thence along the east side of Prospect Street north 50 feet to the southwest corner of Lot 53 in said addition; thence along the south lines of Lots 53, 24 and 15 in said addition east 482 feet to the point of beginning.

ALSO

All of Y Street in Samuel Bonham Addition to the Town of Coalmont, said addition having been recorded on December 12, 1905 in Plat Book 3, page 129, more particularly described as follows: Beginning at the southeast corner of Lot 19 in said addition; thence south 40 feet to the south line of said addition; thence along the south line of said addition west 482 feet to a point on the east side of Prospect Street; thence along the east side of Prospect Street north 40 feet to the southwest corner of Lot 57 in said addition; thence along the south lines of Lots 57, 20 and 19 in said addition east 482 feet to the point of beginning.

A part of Hobart Street in Samuel Bonham Addition to the Town of Coalmont, said addition having been recorded on December 12, 1905 in Plat Book 3, page 129, more particularly described as follows: Beginning at the northwest corner of Lot 8 in said addition; thence south 792 feet to the southwest corner of Lot 19 in said addition; thence along the north line of Y Street in said addition west 50 feet to the southeast corner of Lot 20 in said addition; thence north 792 feet to the northeast corner of Lot 31 in said addition; thence along the south line of Coffee Street in said addition east 50 feet to the point of beginning.

ALSO

An east and west alley in Samuel Bonham Addition to the Town of Coalmont, said addition having been recorded on December 12, 1905 in Plat Book 3, page 129, more particularly described as follows: Beginning at the southeast corner of Lot 11 in said addition; thence south 12 feet to the northeast corner of Lot 12 in said addition; thence along the north lines of Lots 12, 27 and 50 in said addition west 482 feet to the northwest corner of Lot 50 in said addition and being a point on the east side of Prospect Street; thence along the east side of Prospect Street north 12 feet to the southwest corner of Lot 49 in said addition; thence along the south lines of Lots 49, 28 and 11 in said addition east 482 feet to the point of beginning.

ALSO

A north and south alley in Samuel Bonham Addition to the Town of Coalmont, said addition having been recorded on December 12, 1905 in Plat Book 3, page 129, more particularly described as follows: Beginning at the northwest corner of Lot 31 in said addition; thence south 792 feet to the southwest corner of Lot 20 in said addition; thence along the north line of Y Street in said addition west 12 feet to the southeast corner of Lot 57 in said addition; thence north 792 feet to the northeast corner of Lot 46 in said addition; thence along the south line of Coffee Street in said addition east 12 feet to the point of beginning.

A north and south alley in Samuel Bonham Addition to the Town of Coalmont, said addition having been recorded on December 12, 1905 in Plat Book 3, page 129, more particularly described as follows: Beginning at the northeast corner of Lot 8 in said addition; thence south 832 feet to the south line of said addition; thence along the south line of said addition east 6 feet to the southeast corner of said addition; thence along the east line of said addition north 832 feet to a point on the south line of Coffee Street in said addition; thence along the south line of Coffee Street in said addition west 6 feet to the point of beginning.

SECTION TWO

Repeal of Conflicting Ordinances


All ordinances or any parts thereof previously enacted which are in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION THREE

Effect of Ordinance


This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and publication, if any, as required by law.

SECTION FOUR

Recordation of Ordinance


The Secretary of the Board of Commissioners of the County of Clay shall furnish a copy of this ordinance to the Clay County Recorder for recording and to the Clay County Auditor for transfer.
