A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE AMENDMENT AND RESTATEMENT OF THE

PDF ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AREA

BY THE CLAY COUNTY REDEVELOPMENT COMMISSION


WHEREAS, the Clay County Redevelopment Commission, on October 25, 2017, reviewed the Factual Report in Support of Findings Contained in Resolution No. 2017 7 (the “Factual Report”) and Economic Development Plan (the “Plan”) for the Amended and Restated PDF Economic Development Area; and


WHEREAS, the Clay County Redevelopment Commission adopted Resolution No. 2017 7 (the “Resolution”), a declaratory resolution designating certain areas in the City of Brazil and Clay County, Indiana to be the Amended and Restated PDF Economic Development Area (“Area”); and


WHEREAS, said Resolution also declares an Economic Development Plan for the Area,  declares portions of the Area to be an Allocation Area under I.C. 36-7-14-39, and designates Process Development and Fabrication, Inc. and MS Manufacturing D/B/A Kihm Metal Technologies as a designated taxpayers; and


WHEREAS, the Brazil, Indiana Plan Commission adopted Resolution No. 2017-1 on  November 1, 2017, approving the amendment and restatement of the PDF Economic Development Area and finding the resolution and the plan conform to the plan of development for the City of Brazil; and


WHEREAS, I.C. 36-7-14-16 and I.C. 36-7-14-41 require that the Redevelopment Commission submit the Resolution, Economic Development Plan, and supporting data to the Clay County, Indiana, Commissioners; and


WHEREAS, I.C. 36-7-14-16 requires that the Clay County, Indiana, Commissioners determine whether the Resolution and the Economic Development Plan conform to the plan of development for Clay County; and


WHEREAS, the Clay County, Indiana, Commissioners, at its meeting on  November 6 , 2017, did review Clay County Redevelopment Commission Resolution No. 2017-7 (the “Resolution”), the Factual Report in Support of Findings Contained in Resolution No. 2017-7 (the “Factual Report”), the Economic Development Plan (the “Plan”) for the Amended and Restated PDF Economic Development Area, and Brazil, Indiana, Plan Commission Resolution No. 2017- 1 (the “Plan Commission Resolution”);


WHEREAS, the Redevelopment Commission, following a duly noticed public hearing held on November 15, 2017 adopted Resolution 2017-8 approving and making certain amendments to the Amended and Restated Economic Development Plan for the PDF Economic Development Area;  and


WHEREAS, the Clay County, Indiana Commissioners have reviewed Resolution 2017-8 of the Redevelopment Commission and the Amended and Restated Economic Development Plan for the PDF Economic Development Area, as amended by said Resolution 2017-8;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CLAY COUNTY, INDIANA, COMMISSIONERS:

1. The Brazil, Indiana Plan Commission has previously reviewed and approved the Resolution, Factual Report, and Plan as required by I.C. 36-7-14-17, and the Commissioners hereby confirm and approve  Resolution No. 2017- 1 of the Plan Commission.

2. The Resolution, Factual Report, and Plan, as amended by said Resolution 2017-8 of the  Redevelopment Commission, conform to the plan of development for Clay County  are hereby, in all respects, approved and confirmed and the actions of the Redevelopment Commission with regard to the Amended and Restated PDF Economic Development Area are, in all respects, approved.

3. The geographic area defined by the Redevelopment Commission in Resolution 2017-8 is an economic development area defined by I.C. 36-7-14 and outlined in the Resolution.

4. The  portion of the Area described in the Resolution and Plan as approved by the  Redevelopment Commission in Resolution 2017-8 as an Allocation Area as described in I.C. 36-7-14 is confirmed as an Allocation Area.

5. Process Development and Fabrication, Inc. and MS Manufacturing D/B/A Kihm Metal Technologies are designated as a designated taxpayers as described in I.C. 36-7-14 in accord with said Resolution 2017-8 of the Redevelopment Commission..

6. This resolution shall be effective as of its date of adoption.

IN THE MATTER OF BIDS FOR REASSESSMENT

Eric opened the bid from Tyler Technologies effective July 1, 2018 for $625,000.00. The contract would be for four years. This is the only bid that came in for Reassessment. The Commissioner’s will take the bid under advisement. 
IN THE MATTER OF CSI CONTRACT

Amy Jordan presented the annual CSI Contract to the Commissioners. Amy stated the bill is split between the Clerk’s Office, Circuit Court, and Superior Court. There has been discussion of changing companies to Odyssey. If the County were to switch Amy would have to purchase new scanners and additional computer monitors. Odyssey has stated they could not convert Clay County until 2019. Amy stated she has to have a software vendor for 2018 and she is happy with CSI.  
Motion to approve CSI Contract was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF RESTAURANT INSPECTION AND FEE ORDINANCES
Kim Hyatt stated this is the second reading for the County Restaurant Inspection ordinance and Fee ordinance.
Motion to approve Ordinance 2017-12 Restaurant Inspection and Ordinance 2017-13 Fee Ordinance was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF APPOINTMENTS TO CENTERPOINT ZONING BOARD

Bryan stated the Commissioners are to appoint 4 members (that live in the 2 mile radius of the town) to the Center Point Zoning Board. Proposing Julie Parsons for a 1 year term January 1, 2018 thru December 31, 2018, Lisa Bedwell Sheese for a 2 year term January 1, 2018 thru December 31, 2019, Jeff Boyll for a 3 year term January 1, 2018 thru December 31, 2020, and a fourth person to be determined.

Motion to approve the aforementioned people to the Center Point Zoning Board was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.  
IN THE MATTER OF 2018 HIGHWAY BIDS
The bids were opened and read aloud by Eric Somheil and are available for public inspection in the Auditor’s office.  Paul thanked everyone who put in a bid with Clay County. The Commissioner’s will take the bids under advisement. 

IN THE MATTER OF NON PROFIT CONTRACTS FOR 2018
Eric stated he has prepared 5 contracts for Non Profit groups that Clay County assists. They are as follows; Clay County Council on Aged & Aging INC. (Brazil Senior Citizens), Child –Adult Resource Services INC., Clay County Genealogical Society, INC., Clay County Historical Society, INC., and Clay County 4-H INC.

Motion to approve the 5 Non Profit Contracts was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF VETERANS OFFICE REQUEST
Mike Holland presented a grant #EHB1387 Reimbursement application from the Indiana Department of Veterans Affairs stating the State will reimburse Counties up to $1,200.00 for computer equipment, software, or fees associated with claims management system.
Motion to approve the grant EHB1387 was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF COPIER LEASE AGREEMENT
Mark Malone with Great America presented 2 lease agreements for approval. The first is for Dispatch for 5 years with a monthly cost of $52.82. The second is for Child Support Office for 5 years with a monthly cost of $152.58. Both of these are renewals and are less than the offices is currently paying. Mark stated new technology is helping reduce the cost.

Motion to approve both lease agreements was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF TECHNOLOGY INTEGRATION GROUP
Jennifer explained Superior Court has a claim to Technology Integration Group for $3,768.00. There is a transfer request being presented to the Council tonight.

IN THE MATTER OF CONTRACT FOR AMBULANCE SERVICE
Matt Peck with S.T.A.R. was present to answer any questions the Commissioners had. Matt also introduced the staff he had brought with him. The contract is for 5 years starting January 1, 2018 thru December 31, 2022. The first year cost is $235,000.00.

Motion to approve S.T.A.R. Ambulance contract for 5 years was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.
