IN THE MATTER OF PRESENTATION OF WORK ONE 
Shella Hess, with Work One, would like to have a contract with Clay County. Work One could then place workers in the County. There is no expense to the County. Work One covers their pay, workers comp, and all liability. Workers are ages 16 to 24. This would be a one year contract. Jennifer Flater, Auditor stated she had an employee from Work One in 2015 and it went very well. 

Motion to approve Work One Agreement with Vincennes University was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF JOINK AGREEMENT
Paul stated Joink has been using the tower at our Highway Department for several years and the current contract has expired. The new contract would be for 5 years. Joink gives the County free internet for the use of the tower and this has worked well. 
Motion to approve the Joink Agreement was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0. 
IN THE MATTER OF COUNTY FOR A DRUG FREE COMMUNITY GRANT

Jennifer Flater, Auditor presented the County for a Drug Free Community Grant. This is a grant the County has received for many years. The grant is for one year and will be for $24,434.00 and is a no matching grant for the County. This will be presented at the Council meeting tonight for approval as well as appropriating the funds for 2017.

IN THE MATTER OF WAGGONER IRWIN SHCEELE & ASSOC AGREEMENT
