The June 15, 2017, special meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by President Paul Sinders at 10:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Jimmie Bowman and Bryan Allender. Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive, and Jennifer M Flater, Auditor of Clay County who made a record of the proceedings to wit:

IN THE MATTER OF COPIER LEASE FOR THE CLERK’S OFFICE
Tom Goss with Great America presented a copier lease for the Clerk’s office. The lease agreement is for 5 years with a monthly cost of $203.95. The current lease is expiring with a cost of $243.95 per month.
Motion to approve Great America copier lease for the Clerk’s Office for 5 years was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF SWIFT MD
Dale Loughmiller, representing Dunn & Associates, discussed Swift MD as an option for Clay County to implement with our health insurance. The Cost is $4.00 per month per employee. The Commissioners would like to add this to our health insurance for a trial period of July 1, 2017 thru December 31, 2017. This would be offered to any employee that has medical, dental, or vision insurance with the County. 
Motion to approve Swift MD for any County employee who has medical, dental, or vision coverage at a cost of $4.00 per month effective July 1, 2017 thru December 31, 2017 was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF DUST CONTROL FOR COUNTY ROADS
Paul stated Great Lakes Chloride has a cost of $100.00 per 100 feet and Cork’s Dust Control has a cost of $110.00 per 100 feet. The County will pay 50% and the homeowner would pay 50% for a minimum of 300 feet and a maximum match of up to 400 feet. Anything over 400 feet the homeowner would pay 100% of the cost. Great Lakes Chloride can start on or around July 1st, 2017 and Cork’s can start anytime. The Commissioners will put a press release in both Clay County newspapers. 
Motion to approve both Great Lakes Chloride and Cork's Dust Control was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender.  This will give the citizens the opportunity to choose between the two programs.

Great Lakes Chloride will apply Calcium Chloride at a cost of $50.00 per 100 feet to the homeowner with the County paying the other one-half of the cost.  Cork's Dust Control will be a cost of $55.00 per 100 feet to the homeowner with the County paying the other one-half of the cost.  The homeowner must request a minimum of 300 feet of dust control and the County will pay one-half up to and including 400 feet.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business pertaining to this special meeting, a motion to adjourn was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman.  Motion carried 3-0.
