A motion to approve the May 1, 2017, regular minutes and May 8, 2017, special minutes was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF PRESENTATION BY GREAT LAKES CHLORIDE INC
Abby Weingardt and Joel Snyder with Great Lakes Chloride Inc made a presentation on dust control. The cost will be $100.00 per foot with a minimum of 300 feet. The cost is split 50/50 between the land owner and the County. The Commissioners will take under advisement and address at the next meeting. 
IN THE MATTER OF QUOTES FOR CLEANING THE EXTERIOR OF THE COURTHOUSE
Eric opened two quotes; 1. Bio Pro Roof Cleaning for $45,896.00, 2. Phillips Brick Cleaning for $136,450.00. The Commissioners will take under advisement.
IN THE MATTER OF CORNERSTONE PERPETUATION CONTRACT
Vernon Maesch, Surveyor, stated he is trying to get the office in compliance with the requirements for the cornerstone work. Calvin Cash and Mike Lednier with Cash Waggner & Associates have sent a proposal option 1 for a total cost for 26 section corners and quarter sections of $37,700.00 or option 2 is $1,450.00 for each section corner. 
Motion to approve option 2 for $1,450.00 for each section corner from Cash Waggner & Associates was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF DUNN INSURANCE RENEWAL
Cathy Dunn, with Dunn Insurance, presented several options for the Commissioners to look over. Cathy felt the best option is a 12/12 with $50,000.00 (same as we currently have) with individual lasers on 3 employees. If Clay County would select a six month policy, the County would need to renew on January 1, 2018. The eighteen month policy would be at a much higher cost to the County. Cathy also discussed Swift MD and stated she has had a lot of positive feedback from the program. The cost would be $4.00 per employee per month and can cover the employee plus spouse and dependent children for no additional cost.  The Commissioners will take Swift MD under advisement. 
Motion to approve 12/12 with $50,000.00 with individual lasers on 3 employees with US Fire Grant was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3-0.
