Bryan Allender led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Paul Sinders. 

A motion to approve the June 5, 2017, regular minutes and June 15, 2017, special minutes was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 2-0.

IN THE MATTER OF LHD TRUST ACCOUNT
Kim Hyatt stated she has received approval from the state to use LHD Trust dollars to purchase a conference table and 10 chairs plus 4 chairs for the waiting room. 
Motion to approve request to purchase a conference table, 10 chairs, and 4 chairs for waiting room was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 2-0.
IN THE MATTER OF PRESENTATION BY SGT HEATH HAYES OF INDIANA NATIONAL GUARD
Sergeant Heath Hayes, with the Indiana National Guard Armory, requested the use of the Courthouse lawn for 8 or 9 military personnel to camp overnight on August 3, 2017. Starting in Hendricks County on July 30, 2017 there will be a group from the National Guard marching thru to Vigo County. 

Motion to approve request from Sergeant Heath Hayes to allow soldiers to camp on the Courthouse lawn on August 3, 2017 was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 2-0.
IN THE MATTER OF PRESENTATION OF SECURITY MUTUAL LIFE
Michael Kuhn with Security Mutual Life made a presentation on life insurance for the County employees. Mike stated AIC has endorsed his company and he has been offering this coverage since 1995. The great thing about this company is they cut out the middle man and any Clay County employee can get whole life insurance regardless of health. The employee can also purchase insurance for spouse, child, or grandchild for as little as $2.00 per week. Mike will send a contract to Jennifer and the Commissioners will address at their July 10th special meeting.

IN THE MATTER OF UNOFFICIAL COUNTY DETOUR OF ROADS BY INDOT FOR CLOSURE OF STATE ROAD 59
Paul stated INDOT had sent an email that South State Road 59 would be closed on July 5th or July 7th for 60 to 90 days for bridge repair work near CR 1100 S. The proposed detour would be CR 1050 S, CR 100 W, and CR 1150 S. No signs have been placed by INDOT at this time. 
Motion to approve the proposed Unofficial County Detour of Roads by INDOT for Closure of State Road 59 was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 2-0.

IN THE MATTER OF OTHER COUNTY BUSINESS
Paul inquired about Frontier putting in fiber optic lines along and in County ditches. As far as Paul knows Frontier has not asked for permission. Eric will contact Frontier and see what he can find out.
Butch McVicar presented the Commissioner’s with a petition to have CR 1300 S chip-n-sealed. It has always been paved and then 2 to 3 years ago the County made it gravel. There are a lot of children on this road and the dust is horrible. The Commissioners will look into this issue.

Mary Allen asked if CR 350 E would be considered for chip-n-seal with the proposal being sent to the state on July 15th for the Community Crossing Road Grant. Bryan said it was on the list from Highway 40 to 1200 N. Mary said all these people are here with me to request the entire stretch of road from Highway 40 to 1400 N be considered. 

Paul thanked Suzanne Crabb from the Clay City News for all her hard work and efforts to get everything in the News accurately. Suzanne’s last day will be July 26th.
