The January 2, 2018 regular meeting of the Clay County Commissioners was called to order by Auditor Jennifer M Flater at 9:00 a.m.  Those present included Commissioners Paul Sinders, Jimmie Bowman, and Bryan Allender.  Also attending was Eric Somheil, Attorney for the County Executive. Jennifer M Flater made a record of the proceedings to wit:

Auditor Flater asked for nominations for President.  Bryan Allender made the motion that Paul Sinders serves as President from January 1, 2018 thru June 30, 2018 and Jim Bowman serves as President from July 1, 2018 thru December 31, 2018. Motion was seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried with 3-0.  The meeting was then turned over to Paul Sinders.

Commissioner Sinders asked for nomination for Vice President. Jim Bowman made the motion that Bryan Allender serves as Vice President, seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried with 3-0.

Bryan Allender led the Pledge to the Flag followed with prayer by Paul Sinders. 

A motion to approve the December 4, 2017, regular meeting minutes was made by Bryan Allender, seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3 ayes. 

IN THE MATTER OF APPROVAL OF REASSESSMENT BID
Jill stated she has worked with Tyler Technologies for several years and is pleased with the work they have done. This was the only bid that came in for Reassessment.
Motion to approve Tyler Technologies contract was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF 2018 HIGHWAY BIDS

Paul stated the bids were opened and read aloud by Eric Somheil at the December 4, 2017 meeting and are available for public inspection in the Auditor’s office. 

Motion to accept all qualifying bids as presented was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF MALCON CONTRACT FOR CLERKS OFFICE
Charles Malinowski with Malcon presented a renewal contract for the Clerk’s Office. The contract would start today and go thru December 31, 2020 this will correlate with the Clerk’s term. Amy Jordan stated she has been very pleased with the work Malcon had done.
Motion to approve the Malcon contract for the Clerk’s Office was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF MALCON CONTRACT FOR AUDITORS OFFICE

Charles Malinowski with Malcon presented a contract for the Auditor’s Office. The contract would be for 2017, 2018, and 2019 allocation plan years. Malcon assists in the Indirect Cost reimbursements from the State for the Auditor’s Office. From 2004 thru 2016 Clay County has received $324,000.00 in Indirect Cost reimbursements. The annual fee for Malcon will be $3,100.00.

Motion to approve the Malcon contract for the Auditor’s Office was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF 2018 COMMISSIONERS APPOINTMENTS 

Bryan Allender made a motion to appoint Paul Sinders as the Commissioner appointment for one year 2018, and Bill Sisson as the Private Sector Representative for a two year term for 2018-2019, to the West Central Indiana Economic Development District, seconded by Jim Bowman.  Motion carried 3-0.

Jim Bowman made a motion to appoint Kip Clark for a four year term for years 2018-2021 to the Aviation Board, seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0.
Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint Jack Knust and Laura Stearley to the Clay County Drainage Board for a three year term for years 2018-2020, and was seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0.

Paul Sinders made a motion to appoint Eric Somheil as attorney representative for a four year term to the Clay County Economic Development Commission for years 2018-2021, seconded by Jim Bowman.  Motion carried 3-0.

Jim Bowman made a motion to appoint Dr. Austin Burns and Dr. Charles French to the Clay County Health Board for a four year term for years 2018-2021, seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 3-0 Both Dr. Burns and Dr. French are Republican Appointments.

Bryan Allender made a motion to appoint Anthony Hogatt for a four year term for years 2018-2021 to the Posey Township Fire District and was seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF EXTENSION OFFICE AMENDMENT TO CONTRACT
Paul explained Amendment #3 Attachment A to the Extension Contractual Services Agreement between Purdue University and Government of Clay County Indiana. This is to amend the salary for the Purdue Extension Agent to $42,650.00 for 2018. The contract is January 1, 2018 thru December 31, 2018.

Motion to approve the Amendment to the Extension Office Contract was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF NEW WAVE CONTRACT

Scott Hill explained this is to switch all of the business phone lines from Frontier to New Wave. Scott also stated this should reduce the monthly expenditure by approximately one third. This is a five year agreement with a monthly cost of $423.75.
Motion to approve New Wave Contract was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Paul Sinders. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER 2018 DATES

Paul presented the Meeting dates for Commissioners, Claims Schedule, Payroll dates, Courthouse closing, and Additional Appropriations. 

Motion to approve all of the meeting dates as presented was made by Jim Bowman and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.
IN THE MATTER OF UMBAUGH CLAIM
Jennifer Flater explained that Umbaugh had prepared the work for the PDF TIF expansion. The claim is for $6,550.00 and unfortunately CCRC did not have enough money in their 2017 budget to pay the invoice in December. They encumbered the remaining balance in the line item to pay a portion of the claim.
Motion to approve Umbaugh claim was made by Bryan Allender and seconded by Jim Bowman. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF OTHER COUNTY BUSINESS
Bryan Husband stated FEMA required Clay County to have a new plan of action in place by December 31, 2017. Bryan has submitted the County plan and FEMA gave their approval. Bryan is working with the Surveyor, E911, Health Department, and Assessor Office’s to make it mandatory to see if property is in a flood zone. Bryan will keep the Commissioner’s updated on the progress.

Bryan Husband also presented the protocols for STAR Ambulance. STAR took effect on Monday January 1, 2018 at 12:00am. Everything has gone very well with the transition so far.
