A motion to approve the September 4, 2018, regular meeting minutes, September 24, 2018, special meeting minutes, was made by Paul Sinders, seconded by Bryan Allender.  Motion carried 2-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF 2018 VOTING PLACES

Jason Jacobs, with the Election Office, presented the General Election voting places to the Commissioners. These are the same locations that were used in the 2018 primary elections. Early voting starts on Wednesday October 10th, 2018. 

Motion to approve the November 6 General Election Voting Places was made by Paul Sinders, seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 2-0.

IN THE MATTER OF VACCINE CLINIC
Kim Hyatt asked for permission to have a shot clinic at the Courthouse for the County employees. Kim said, if approved, she would send out an email to all employees letting them know what shots would be available. The cost of the shots would be run thru the employees’ health insurance. Kim will meet with Jennifer to set up date and times. 
Motion to approve Kim to proceed with the shot clinic was made by Paul Sinders, seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 2-0.
IN THE MATTER OF COOK STREET IN CLAY CITY
Paul stated he was contacted by the Superintendent of Clay Community Schools about a small piece of property east of the Clay City Schools. Mike Howard, with Clay Community Schools, stated if the Commissioners proceed to give the property to the school, it will be an access to the new band room and much easier for the band trailer to be loaded. Eric has prepared a Quit Claim Deed giving title of the parcel to the school corporation.  
Motion to approve the Quit Claim Deed, prepared by Eric to the Clay Community School Corporation, was made by Paul Sinders, seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 2-0.
IN THE MATTER OF SR 59 DETOUR FOR DES 1296226

Paul stated on July 2nd the Commissioner’s signed paperwork for the unofficial detour of SR59. This effected 3 county roads. The Highway department has prepared an invoice for $4,751.15 to submit to INDOT for reimbursement of costs.

IN THE MATTER OF OTHER COMMISSIONERS BUSINESS
