A motion to approve the November 5, 2018, regular meeting minutes and the November 26, 2018, special meeting minutes, was made by Marty Heffner, and seconded by Paul Sinders.  Motion carried 3-0. 

IN THE MATTER OF COURT INTERPRETER GRANT
Lisa Metz, with Superior Court, presented the court interpreter grant renewal. This is a non-matching grant that is now reimbursable. The grant will renew January 1, 2019 thru December 31, 2019 requesting $3,000.00.
Motion to approve the Court Interpreter Grant was made by Paul Sinders and seconded by Bryan Allender. Motion carried 3-0.

IN THE MATTER OF CLAY COUNTY HUMANE SOCIETY CONTRACT

Paul stated he and the Sheriff have met with the Humane Society quarterly and the meetings have gone very well. The 2019 contract is for $28,750.00 and states to continue with the meetings. Ronda Boring will be the new president as Patti Dulin is termed out.

IN THE MATTER OF INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT WITH CENTER POINT

Eric stated there is no changes in the interlocal agreement with Center Point for snow removal for the calendar year 2019. The County Council will be presented this document tonight and the Center Point Board will consider it at their December meeting.

IN THE MATTER OF E-911/BRAZIL CITY INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT

Sheriff Harden stated the current agreement will terminate on December 31, 2018. There has been a lot of discussion on the renewal terms. The new agreement is for one year and we will form a committee to negotiate terms for a new three year agreement with meetings beginning in January of 2019.

IN THE MATTER OF CASA GRANTS
